Fruit or fish cocktail, soup and 
roast, one green vegetable, hashed 
and creamed potatoes or mashed 
potatoes, any kind of salad, and some 
form of cold desert; or, if such a 
long menu is not desired, you can 
omit either the salad 6r the des­
sert. If the dessert is omitted, it 
is rather nice to serve some cheese 
and crackers with the salad.
