A case of this kind 
occurred in this city only a few days since, 
when a contemptible contemporary, who 
need not be more specifically allud­
ed to, thought proper to make public 
a private transaction with which he had 
become acquainted through eavesdropping 
in a public office.

It is true that it 
may be argued that that was a plain case 
of bullheaded bribery, about which there 
could be no mistake, and that the Court 
had no other alternative but to unseat and 
disqualify the defendant. That may be 
true enough. In fact, it is quite true. Yet 
in the case of Mr. Laflamme, the evidence 
was procured long ago; has been of record 
before the judges long since, and for many 
weeks past the people—that is the country— 
have been awaiting a righteous judgment, 
let it go which way it might. If it should 
now turn out that judgment will not be 
rendered in consequence of the elevation < f 
Minister of Justice to the Bench, it may be 
feared that a painful impression will be 
left upon society. We entirely concur, 
then, with the principle laid down by Mr. 
McCarthy, that it is very important that
