LoNpoN, May 1.—The weather was
bright, and from early morning numberless
processions of labor union and socialists’
societies have thronged the streets in the
vicinity of Hyde Park. At 6 o'clock the
police around the park had made arrests
only for drunkenness and disorderly con-
duct in isolated cases. At noon thedin
and confusion became terrific at the Hyde
Park -entrance. ~Workingmen began to

assemble on the embankment at 10 o’clock.
Each contingent was. headed by a band of
music, and every contingent carried ban-
ners, the men themselves weariug rosettes
and favors. The procession marched in
perfect order and with almost military pre-
cision. It occupied nearly three hours in
entering . Hyde Park.. A large force of
mounted and foot police and a contingent of
the Ambulance Association were present.
The assemblage dispersed quietly. A pecu-
liar feature of the whole demonstration in
the park was the large number of well-
dressed women present. They listened to
the speeches and helped in the singing.
By 2 o’clock there were fully 350,000
people in Hyde Park, and between then
and 5 o’clock the crowd swelled: to half a
million. Scores of meetings were held.
Every advantageous point was pccupied by
a speaker, and a man had only to begin to
talk to collect, in no time, an audience .of
2,000 or 3,000. Among the speakers who
went from place to place addressing multi-
tudes, were County Councillor Jehn Burns,
Hindman, the social democrat, Abveling,
Karl Marx’s son-in-law, Cunningham,
Graham, Tom Mann, Ben Tillett, and Step-
niak, the Raussian Nihilist. Resolutions
were adopted, declaring in favor of an
eight-hour day, and calling on Parlia-
ment to pass an . eight-hour bill
There = was mno disturbance, although
the demonstration was the largest ever
organized in this  city. Several small
anarchist meetings were - held during the
afternoon.  Violent speeches were made,
and the Home office was denounced for the'
raid on the Commonweal. Of the sixteen
great platforms but one was devoted to an-
archism.  Here an anarchist, speaking
broken German, shouted : * You are worse
than slaves; worse than Africail slaves.
You let your employers suck your blood and
seduce your wives and daughters.” The

Instruetions to U. 8. Police Vessels

in Behring Sea—Important
Changes in Them.

Fines and Penalties to Be Imposed
and Disposition of Offending

. WasHINGTON, May 2.—The Secretary of

the Treasury to-day made public the in-

structions issned to the Naval and Revenue
Marine vessels assigned to enforce the
““modus” prohibiting sealing in Behring

Sea. The instructions differ from those of

last year in three important particulars.
First—Any vessel found sealing in Behring
Sea is to be seized; whether or not she has
been previously served with a notice. Sec-
ond—That the mere presence of a vessel in
Behring Sea, having on board a seal-
ing outfit, is sufficient cause for . seiz-
ure. Third—All persons on board the ves-
sels seized are to be sent prisoners
with the vessel to suffer the penalty of the
law. I? American, the vessel are to be sent
to Sitka and there delivered to the officer of
the United States District Court at that
place; and if British, to Ounalaska, and
there delivered to the senior naval officer in
Behring Sea. Under the British law all
ns killing, or aiding or abetting inkill-
ing fur seals in Behring Sea, are punishable
by a fine of £100 and imprisonment, at hard
labor, for six months. ' Under the American
law they are subject to six months impri-
sonment and a fine of §1,000.
