RUDE cross placed at the head of
a newly-made mound on the black
sands of Lon gBeach where min-
ers washed for placer gold a few
years ago marks the grave of the
first yictim of the WValencia .to -be
buried on the Vancouver :Island coast.
The cross was erected -  yesterday
morning by Lieut, Whittier and a land-
ing party from the United States ship
Grant which interred the remains of V.
M. Crane of San Francisco, (where his
widow lives on Turk street) with due
solemnity. Crane was in the steward’s
department of the Valencia and was
identified by descriptions found on his
body in a memorandum book, as well as
his card of membership in-the Paeific
Coast 'Marine Cooks’ and Stewards’ As-
soclation.. It is expected ° that other
bodies washed ashore will hereafter be
buried near the scene, as they are now
much mutilated and decomposed. The
sea was smooth yesterday though gurf
continued to roll heavily, and jeg are
Dbeginning to raise. It is expected that
more will be recovered by the steamers
cruising near the scene, which jncludes
the United States cutters Perty _and
Grant. The former cutter landed Lieut.
Gromville and six men to reieve the
shore searchers, including. Hin#map Lo
gan and party, now thoroughly fatigued.
They have gone home to rest. The Per-
rys’ men found one body yeste ay, not
idgntified. Th;pbrings the total number
recovered to 28, Ten had been prewious-
ly. brought. here, and eight arrived last
night by the Wyadda.

Sydney Van Wyck, Jr,, of San Fran-

after making a search at the wreck, for
his sister’s body, -discovered in _ the
qmeantime by othersearchers, returned
tonight by tug Wyadda and speaking
of his experiences said: “With Lieut.
Stromberg 1 landed at Carmanal ‘to
interview: D. P. Daykin who was with
Lineman Logan, and Daykin told me
that ¥. F. Bunkers, whose bravery was
questioned at ~ Seattle, was without
doubt the bravest of the party of sur-
vivors. -Bunker had to swim the Darl-
ing river to get assistance and Logan
warned him aghsmst it, whereupon Bun-
ker had said his life was.of no value
since he lost his wife and babies and
he was willing to risk it. He did and
had bee¢n nearly . swept away. After
leaving Carmanah where landing was
most difficult the Perry found a water-
soaked tulle life.preserver and tested
it.

“At the wreck  Lieuts. Hottal and
Stromberg and a. boat’s crew, which I
accompanied, all of us ‘wearing life-pre-
servers, went to .explore the wreck. We
went right over it, seeing the pilot house
of the Valencia below our boaf. W
saw a floating spar, seven feet out of
water, the tops of the; boilers, cylinders
and safety valve projected above water
at low tide. . No bodies were seen there.
Meanwhile the Perry following where
the sea-gulls were thick
bodies floating over a mile from the
wreck, first finding three together. It
was then getting dark and when the boat
returned to.the cutter it proceeded to
Bamfield.

Stromberg
said he would get it if he had to swim
for it, ‘He and four men clambered
over the rocks, and after many trials
secured the body, but the rising water
cut them off and they #iad to spend the
night on the rocks without provisions.
