Provincial Establishment. g

Four or five cars of the Grand Trunk
trains from the east yesterday morning

were occupied by deaf mutes, returning
from the institute at Belleville to spend
their holidays at home, There were sev-
eral young men and women among them,
bnt the majority were boys and girls of
different.ages, from 7 years old upwards.
A more lively, interesting and intelligent
looking number of young people could not
be found anywhere. They were under the
charge of Robt. Mathison the superintend-
ent, and the professors of the institution.
One of the latter gentlemen J. H. Brown
kindly furnished our reporter with the fol-
lo wing information. The institute is beau-
tifully situated on thg bay about one and a
balf miles from Belleville. It was built and
is. maintained by the Ontario provincial
government at an expense of abont $3800
yearly. The staff numbers 14 professors
and teachers, Some of these were trained
in the United States, but vacancies are now
filled by selections from the successful pub-
lic school teachers of this province. There
are at present 2060 pupils in the institute,
4) more have applied for permission to
enter, and there are still more than 300
mutes in the province who have never at-
tended- The pupils receive their board,
washing and tuition free, aud poor children
are also provided with their clothes. There
is, however, a nominal charge of $30 to
those who wish to pay it. The young peo-
ple from this province only are
admitted. The pupils are instructed in
all the branches usually taught in our
pablic schools. They manifest unusual pro-
ficiency in drawing and writing. The boys
are also instructed in various trades, as
cabinet-making, joining and shoemaking ;
the girls are taught dressmaking and tailor-
ing. A modification of the kindergarten
system of instruction will probabiy soon be
introduced into the institution. Deafness
and consequent inability to speak has in the
case of some of the pupils resulted from
accidents or disease iu infancy, but the evil
is probably in 1nost cases to be traced to
consanguineous marriages. From twenty
to thirty per cent of those who enter the
institution are taught to speak so that they
cin be readily understood by anyone.
Many of them, by watching the movement
of the speaker’s mouth, can also understand
what is said to them. Af'er leaving the
institution most of the mutes remain at
home, working at the -occupation which
they learnt while at school. Few of them
ever marry. There have been, however,
three or four marringes among the mutes,
but such events are. rare: They are on
the whole happy and contented. [t is

A Question of Wages.
Robert Newman was up to June 12 fore-
man of the packing department at the
Dominion bolt works, Sherbourne street.
