THE PARIY o THE FUILURPY,

Alld.eens by Mr,
T hompson.
An alddress on the subject of *“The
Party of the Fwture” was delivesed by Mr;
Phillips Thompson at the maeting of the
Necular society last evening, - The speaker
#idd that the ideal to keen in view was not
the abolition of partyism but the correction
of its evile, among which he included the
spoils syscem and the repression of new
ideas, Canadian parties were not abresst
of public sentiment on the questions of
manhood suffrage, economy in legislation
and other matters, There was no reason
why because a man believed that a certain
politician was best adapted for the prenier-
ship he shonld thercfore be committed to
support every measure emanating from his
government.  He advocated as remedies for
party corruption civil service reform and
the consideration of every question on its
intrinsic merits.  Kvery public question
should be treated as an open one, and 1o
government ought to be compelled’ to resign
except -on-a direct vote of want of confi-
dence. This would leave members free to
support or condemn measures without being
influenced by the fear ot overthrowing the
government.  The speaker criticized some
attempted *“ new depirtures,” such as the
“ Canada First"” and National liberal move.
ments,  They made the mistake of follow-
ing too closely the methods of the old
parties, They endeavored  to trim . and
dodge on public questions instead of ex-
pressing their opinions boldly, If they
meant Canadian independence why did they
not say so? The sentiment of loyalty
was strong, bat he believed ' that
the sentim«nt of democracy w:s stronger,
buc these third parties had been afraid to
appeal“to it. The party of the future must
have faith in the masses of the people and
care o good deal more for' the righé of ha-
manity than for commergial interests,
Such outrages as the flogging of conviets at
the central prison, for following a natural
iustinet in attempting to escape, had not
been_condemned by a single member or
journal of either pirty, The coming party
must not be afraid to deal with the new
class of questiors which were ccming to the
front in’ connection with work and wages,
land and currency, It must lead, not fol-
low, public opinion, He warmly approved
of the workingmen's movement as calcu-
Iated to lead to beneficial results and her-
ald a more radical departure in politios, but
held that the great need at present was to

(T'o the Editor of The World )
818,—The action of the workingmen of
“Toronto in the late mayoralty contest was
of the first importance as an expression of
thelr will and of thdir power,
Its  immediate  object was to
resist a candidate who had combined with
employers agsinst employees, but the final
ohject was to show that labor is a political
power which must be regarded and respect-
ed. The issue of the contest wasa triumph
and althongh it is reported that many
of the working class were recreant
to their order, by giving their
votes in favor of the “defeated candidate de-
creased his minonty, and so weakened the
public estimate of the political power of
their cluss,  There is no doubt that tha
unanimity of the workingmen in voting for
the successful candidate secured his eleu-

tion, The moral effect of that uoanimity
and trinmph is now felt, ‘' The ‘reformers
sdmit the power which that unanimity rep-
resented, and the politicians of parties seem
disposed to yield to the politicians of jus-
tice and principle,
But let the workingmen be awske and
uctive, If either of the present political
parties yield to their claims it is because they
anticipate defeat from the unity of the
workingmen, The slightest appearance of
division or weakness in the camp will re-
vive their hopes and prompt them to action.
This is the opportunity of labor, and it is
far more important than the former one.
The defeat of s candidate for the mayoralty
was chiefly valuable as sign of heir power;
but the election of a member of the Ontario
parlisment as a representative, is the thin
eud of the wedge—thie beginning of the es-
tablishment of s new and necessary and
jb:t power in the state, Legislation has
n| the greatest enemy to the rights of
Iabor, besatse it represented wealth,
Wealth has been ‘‘ exclusive,” In the past
it never legislated in the defence of labor,
but often to oppress it, It shut out its
representatives by its property qualifica-
tions; and while gigantic corruption has
marked 1its career it made the poverty of
labor, which its legislation increased, the
reason for maintaining such qualifications
as necessary to save the public from the
temptations it pronounced to be inevitable
to representatives destitute of the money
ualification, Now to secure political power
or the industrisl classes is of the first impor-
tance, Their claims without that power can
have no force; but with that power they
can control all le{;iolntion bearing on their
interests, and all legislation doss bear on
their interests, = Whatever criminal or
civil laws are made, they fall heaviest on
the industrial classes, and no legislation
bearing on trade and commerce and produc-
tion can be formed without sffecting them
deeper than any other :lasses, Bat there
is a special legislation never yet considered
by any parlisment which can only be
brought before the countiy and accom-
rlilhed by special representatives of
abor; It is the legislation which
will strengthen their just combinaticos,
what will advance the great ohjects of
reducing the hours ot labor, protect forms
of labor, encourage and aid the go-operation
of labor, and the conscquent reduction of
capitalist power and monopoly, .But it is
impossible to name the advantages which
a large representation of labor would se-
cure to labor. One, and mno. the least, ad-
vantege would be to impress on public
oﬁi.n'ion a_ seal of respect for the luggring
class, ‘‘He is only s mechanic” is the sneer
and the stigma flung at each member of the
class, It meets him in the street, the public
sssembly, the church, A strong represen-
tation of labor in parliament would
surround the order with an aspect of dig-
mity,  Bat the higher advantage would e
that the country would be made conscious
of ‘a political power issuing from the ranks
of labor devoted to its interests and armed
and ready to battle for ite righte,

It is on these grounds that the candidature
of Mr, Carter ought to be supported by every
workingman in the city, He is .not
ooly an enemy to his—-order, but to
his own best.interests if he is recreant to
this duty, It is the coming revolution
which will change the aspect of politics and
the condition of labor ; and the example of
Toronto in favor of a labor candidate will
s'rengthen the cause of labor everywhere
snd advance the reform that shall give
labor a governing voice in political repre.
sentation throughout the labor world,
