OTTAWA, Aug. 19.—The Printing Bureau
exposure is only beginning.

For over an hour he declined to
apnswer-how much he gave Senecal. At last

He Never Asked Starrs ;to Withdraw His
Esquimault Graving Dock Tender,

OTTAWA, Aug. 19.—In tho Privileges and
Elections Committee this morning Sir Hector
Langevin made a statement on oath, flatly
denying the evidence given by Starrs on Fri-
day.
