It was 
for that reason, believing that we were 
conceding to that province what they 
did not then have, that I recorded my 
vote ae I then did, and I trust the day 
will never arrive when the party With 
which I am connected will violate any 
agreement into which they have enter­
ed, and that the minority who did not 
obtain their wishes at that particular 
time should not forget that this coun­
try has to be governed by the majority 
and in the interests of the whole and 
not in the interests of the few. I «night 
enlarge on this question, but I do not 
think it at all necessary to do so.

Jesuits Estates Act
The Government took the strictly con­

stitutional course in reference to the 
Manitoba School Act. I am a very 
strong believer, as Mr. Blake is, in pro­
vincial rights, aud it was for that rea­
son that I was obliged in 1888 to re-

am quite sure that anyone who is con­
sistent in his opinions, and who desires 
to see this country governed properly, 
will always repudiate that organ, but 
it is always a pleasure to me tohear that 
repudiation come from hon. gentlemen of 
the party to which it ostensibly belongs, 
seeing that they will look to it for in­
spiration when the proper time comes.

I am aware that it has been claimed 
that a certain hon. gentleman, who for­
merly belonged to the Conservative par­
ty, and who has been active in his op­
position to the appeal, still is a mem­
ber of our party.

Mepe That Manitoba Will Settle It
I hope sincerely with the mover and 

seconder of the address that the people 
of Manitoba may see their way clear 
to settle this question among them­
selves, and to relieve the Parliament 
of Canada from the serious obligation 
which will devolve upon them other­
wise. It is a very serious matter for 
the Government of the Dominion to 
underatke to deal with a question which 
effects solely any one section of the 
country. If the people of Manitoba 
are patriots they will keep this ques­
tion out of the arena of Dominion poli­
tics, but if they desire to continue 
flinging firebrands among the elector­
ate of this country (who, I am sure, are 
desirous of living in peace and harmony) 
they will reject all overtures and act 
upon the suggestions of those who are 
leading the Opposition throughout the 
lcountry. I pan only say that when 
the time comes, if it should come, for 
action by this Government, the people 
of Canada will find that the present 
administration are quite prepared tb' 
assume the responsibility which may fall 
upon them no matter what the results 
may be.

Under the very principles embodied in 
this resolution of Mr. Blake’s the Mani­
toba school case was referred to the Su­
preme Court of Canada. That court de­
cided that the school act of the province 
was ultra vires. The hon. the leader of 
the Opposition says that everybody knew 
that, or that if they did not know it 
they did not understand the matter. Not­
withstanding this statement on his part, 
there was a considerable diversity of 
opinion on the point, and we find that 
when the case came before the Lords of 
the Privy Council in England they de­
cided that the School Act was intra vires; 
that the Legislature of Manitoba had a 
perfect right to legislate as they 
had done. Then arose the question 
of the right to appeal to the Privy 
Council of Canada for remedial legisla­
tion or interference, That, again, went 
to the courts in Canada, and our Su - 
preme Court decided that the minority 
had no right of appeal. Then the mat­
ter was laid before the Judicial Com - 
mittee of the Imperial Privy Council, who 
declared that, while the act which had 
been passed by the Legislature of Mani­
toba in 1890 was within the powers of 
that Legislature, the people of Manitoba 
belonging to the Roman Catholic faith, 
having no rights either by law or prac­
tice in respect to Separate schools at 
the time of the admission of Manitoba 
into the confederacy in 1870, that act 
had infringed upon the special privileges 
conceded to the minority by the Provin­
cial Legislature in 1871, and that,there­
fore, the minority had,-a constitutional 
right of appeal to the* Privy Council of 
Canada.
