Fisheries. PHINNEY COVE SThe fisheries of Canada afford employ­

ment to more people than any other indus­
try except agriculture, and are, therefore, 
to be ranked among the leading industries 
of the country. We propose, therefore, to 
cull from the Report of the Fisheries of the 
Dominion for the year 1890, which was 
submitted to parliament at its last session, 
some facts illustrative of its condition and 
progress. The total value of the catch in 
1890amounted to the large sum of $17,714,- 
002. Of this total, the cod, which always 
takes the lead in the deep sea fisheries, 
contributed $3,433,580 ; the salmon, which 

gives a value of $3,050,569 ; 
.he product of the herring 

ery with a value of $1,958,492 ; next fol­
lows the lobster with a value of $1,648,344 ;

FISHERIES OF NOVA SCOTIA.
Héros again, the cod takes the lead in 

value. Of this fish our fishermen secured 
in 1890 no less than 607,904 quintals, val­
ued at $2,441,616 ; next lu value comes 
mackerel, of which, besides the 70,509 bar­
rels, which were pickled, gives 91,408 lbs. 
canned, aud 770,090 sold fresh, show the 
value of $1,115,874; the lobster, which 
ranks next to these in the canned form, and 
sold fresh yielded $950,122 ; the herring, 
pickled and smoked, canned and fresh, 
with the value of $509,139 ; then follows 
the haddock, dried, fresh and canned, val­
ued at $469,336, and hake, valued at $267,- 
543 ; then comes the pollock to the value of 
$197,712, and the salmou, pickled, fresh, 
smoked and canned to the value of 91,999: 
The alewives, pickled and smoked, valued 
at $97,556, halibut, at $68,765, shad at $15,- 
314, bass at $695, trout at $14,794, squid 
at $52,056, smelts at $25,306, eels at $32,420, 
oysters at $9,039, fish oils at 107,766, fish 
guano at $8,715, fish used as bait at $86,- 
332, fish used as manure at $9,614 ; 
of fish sold for home consumption in Hali­
fax and other counties, at $59,600, and 
clams valued at $1,280, making in all the 
grand total of $6,636,444, which showed an 
increase over the production for 1889 of 
$282,722. Turning to a tabulated state­
ment in the report under review we 
find that in 1870, or twenty-one years ago, 
the value of the Nova Scotia fisheries ex­
ceeded $4,000,000 by a trifle only, while in 
the following year it rose to $5,000,000, 
since which period it has never been less. 
The year 1884 is distinguished for having 
had a yield of $8,763,779, or a trifle over 
two millions greater than that of last year.

Of the total capital employed in Canada’s 
fisheries uo less than $3,243,310, or nearly 
one-half, is owned iu Nova Scbtia, the cap­
ital for the whole Dominion being $7,372,- 
641. Of the 43,000 tons of vessels em­
ployed in fishing in the Dominion, Nova 
Scotia owns 31,077, valued at $1,412,645, 
besides 13,693 boats of the value of $320,- 
426, and 3,130,394 fathoms of nets, valued 
at $763,160, traps, weirs, valued at $192,- 
065, lobster factories and traps, valued at 
$415,308, and smoke houses, freezers, etc., 
of the value of $139,707, which together 
make the capital sum invested by Nova 
Scotiaim
throughout the Dominion, 597, or more 
than one-half the whole arc owned in this 
province, and of 29,803 boats employed,
Nova Scotia furnishes 13,693, or nearly 
gngjpili of the whole. Of the 8,726 sea- 
immem ployed, our own province contrib­
utes 6,396, or about two-thirds of the 
whole, and of the 54,999 men engaged in 
boat fishing, this province furnishes 21,288, 
or about two-fifths of the whole.

From what has been said it is sufficiently 
evident that this province occupies a most 
conspicuous place in this industry. Let us 
now say a few words concerning it so far 
as this county is concerned, or of

ANNAPOLIS AS A FISHING COUNTY, 
and first we find it stated to have em­
ployed twelve vessels of 336 tons during 
the last year, that these vessels were val­
ued at $10,080 and manned by 69 men, 
that it supplied 197 boats to the fishery 
upon its shores, that these boats were 
manned by 328 men, and that they were 
of the value of $4,635, that it possessed 15,- 
040 fathoms of nets of the value of $7,520, 
that it had 10 weirs of the value of $1800, 
making a total of $24,035 as capital invested 
in the fishery. The following is a state­
ment of the kinds and quantities of fish 
taken in 1890. Salmon 5,190 lbs. (sold 

. fresh), 60 barrels of mackerel, 667 barrels 
of herrings, 6,02# boxes of smoked herrings,
100 barrels of alewives, 3,905 quintal of cod­
fish, 35 barrels of tongues and sounds, 1,- 
230 quintals of pollock, 3,981 quintals of 
halibut, 20 barrels of shad, 9,200 lbs. trout,
1,130 lbs. hake sounds, 1,150 quintals of 
h ike, 2,500 lbs. bass, 33 barrels of eels,
1,915 gallons fish oil, 169 tons of fish 
guano, and 3,417 barrels used as manure, 
making, in round numbers, a value of $67,- 
500, realized as income from this source.

Saturday’s Earthquake.

Chicago, Sep. 28.—The earthquake shock 
on Saturday night was felt in Illinois, Iowa, 
Indiana, Ohio, Tennessee, Missouri and 
Kentucky. The general direction seems to 
have been from the north-west to the south­
east, Galena, Ill., being the extreme north­
east point. In some cities three shocks 
were felt, but in the majority of towns heard 
from but two were experienced. The 
duration of the disturbance wad from three 
seconds to one minute, although in St. Louis 
the shock lasted fully two minutes. The 
damage was comparatively small in all the 
places affected, being confined principally 
to cracking of buildings, some of which may 
have to be torn down.

At Vandalia, Ill., scores of people, 
awakened from a sleep, rushed into the 
streets, and the alarm was not quieted for an 
hour. Throughout Central Indiana great 
alarm was occasioned both in the cities and 
farming districts. At Terre Haute glass­
ware and crockery were shaken from the 
shelves, and persons asleep were awakened. 
At Vincennes tho people in the hotels and 
saloons rushed into the street much alarmed 
and many people were aroused from their 
slumbers. The Vincennes, Chicago & 
Mississippi freight depot rocked to 
so that the yardmen were appalled and rush­
ed from the building. Many chimneys were 
toppled over in Indiana towns.

Cincinnati is the only Ohio city that re­
ports a shaking up. In the St. Paul Hotel 
the guests rushed out on the sidewalk in 
their night clothes, greatly frightened. No 
other section of the city reported any 
noticeable disturbance.

Louisville had a good shaking up, the 
bell in the City Hall tower being rung, 
by the vibration. At the hotels bells were 
rung, water pitchers overturned in the 
upper storeys and guests came 
down stairs in a panic. Iu the 
part of the city the shock caused much 
alarm and the people rushed into the 
streets.

There was a severe shock in Tennesee all 
along from Jackson to the Tennesee River.
