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Now in closing, it may be said that
though under the circumstances, a
few errors and omissions may have
occurred, the zreatest care has becn
taken to make the whole as completie
ard accuratc as possible, and it is

hoped that this and similar sketches
from other counties may together
constitute a record in some gZood de-
zree worthy of the Highland pion-
eers not of Middlesex only. but of the
Province of Ontario.
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
