We
believe that the reign of feudality is over, and that
the traces of its existence wilt gradually be ublite
rated ; that consequently the hopes of humamty
centre on the trinwph of the people, on the nss
in mors! and intellectual worth, and on the ult
mate ascendancy which is the tnevitable conse
quence of their possession of these. To the fur
therance of the sacred canse we would cheerfully
<ontribute to the ntinust of our ability in any way
thatour humble abilities might be useful.  Farther

til), we will say, that at the present moment, from
nany causes, chiefly as it scemns to us, from the
apid progress in recent years of science and act,
--iepegple have outgrown their institutions, and that

-8e are often couslrainmg, cumbrous, sud need-

ing reform, to suit them to the actual condition of
the elements of society. But while we willingly
o thus far, we will not consent to take another
step to which the etforts of some reformers would
needlessly pressus. These feel the defects of ex-
sting isutotions, but seem to feel these alones
tlence their ery—amway with them.?  We protest
agamst being hurned on to any such measuress
We do not think that refarm 1= synouymaus with
destruction, or hberty with lawlessness. On the
contrary, we would be, not only for amending, but
tor extending our social wstitutions. [t seews to
us that as society still advauces, as capital still
vurther acewmulates, as laud becomes more valua«
ble, as commmues become more telectualy
and better able to appreciate the benefits of gene-
ral untont i carrymg vn schemes that tend to the
zaod of the whole, or of great classes, aud sec-
uons; o must vur social arrangements and ma-
chinery becoine both mure extended, and more
comphcated. Some men seem to beheve tnat
our energies are cramped by great natwnal futms
and institutions. Their idea of liberty seems to bey
a power to break through these, and burst away
from their pressure, as the pupilio escapes from ita
envelope, and emeiging 1nto a new element flut-
