LEGAL DECISIONS.

The Supreme Court of Indiana held, in
the recent case of McElwane et al. vs.
_Hoscey et al., that the Indiana act of March
9, 1889, concerning liens of mechanics,
laborers and material men, is broad
enough to include teamsters; that the act
of 1883 (acts 1883, sec. 3) making debts
due tor manual or mechanical labor pre-
ferred claims where the debtor’s property
passes into the hands of a receiver, does
not apply as to those who gave no notice
where, prior to the appointment of a re-
ceiver, the property has been assizned by
the debtor to part of the creditors ' pay-
ment of discharge of preexisting indebted-
ness, and that the machinery erected and
used for drilling a gas well does not con-
situte a mill within the meaning of scction
1-of the lien law of 18S9 creating a lien
without notice.

In the process of enamelling on green
brick the first requisite is a suitable clay,
which should be a buff colour when burmn-
cd and perfectly capable of standing a
high heat without warping or twisting;
though this4s not so essential as frecdom
from iron in a more or less state. 1f the
clay is tough it can be made to withstand
the heat by various well known methods.
Lime in the clay will cause the enamel to
crack, and at- high heat will act as a flux,
making it appear thin and transparent,
which is objectionable. Iron or lime pro-
duces discoloured spots on the face of the
brick; but if evenly diffused and chemical-
ly combined with the clay, the presence
of quite a percentage of iron is unimpor-
tant unless in A free state.  An excess of
lime in any form is objectionable.  Almost
any tough buff clay will answer in the
process, and many of the shorter clays
will producé good results.  If a short clay
15 uscd that will bear only a moderate
heat, however, its fire resisting qualities
\'vtx)}l.bc inferiorand consequently less valu-
able, e -

LoxpoN, ONT.—The by-law granting
a bonus of $100,000 to the G. T. R. Com-
pany for the erection of their car shops
here, was carried by & large majonty, the
other two by-laws providing for the pur-
chase of an electne light plant and the
granting of a sum of money for the laymng
of a new waterworks main were defeated.

VANCOUVER, B. C.—Mr. Fripp, archi-
tect, has been cngaged to prepare plans
for the Old Men's Institute to be crected
at Kamloops, and for which an appropria
tion was made last year by the Provincial
Government. The plans wiil shortly be
submitted to the Government for ap-
proval.

SOREL, QUE.—The new South Shore
Railroad Company have asked the City
Council for a bonus of $30,000 to aid in
the construction of a_ bridge over the
Richelice river at this place.  Thegovern-
ment has voted that amount for the work
conditionally on a similar amount being
given by the city.

TORONTO, ONT.—At a recent meeting
of the Toronto Presbytery permission was
given to the congregation of Ruth Street
Presbyterian Church to erect 2 new
church between the present edifice and
Queen strect.—The rebwiding  of the
Jarvis Street Collegiate Institute will pro-
bably be considered by the High School
Board in the near future.
