RaiLRasp Accinent 18 New Jersey—Twesrty-
Turer Persons Kincep—Masy Wouspro.—A tele-
araphic despateh to this office, pudblished in the

Oommercial yesterday, reported an accident oi the

New Jersey Railroad, with some loss of life. The

.despatch, however, contained few particulars, and

only mentioned that a train had been despatched from

Camden, with surgeons, to the scene of the disaster,

Fuller reports, received afler we went lo press, prove
the calamity 1o have been much greater than wounld

we supposed from the tenor of the first despateh. In-
deed in respect to its fatal resnlts, the catastrophe ap-

proaches iu magnitude the sadly remmembered slangh-
ter at Norwalk, although the canse of it appears to
have been purely aceidental, no blame attaching to
the railroad employees beyond the fact that the signal

rope connecting the cars is reported to huve been out
of order. Il does not seem probable however, that
had the coutrary been the case, the fearful disaster
could have been avoided. The train to which this
fearfal calamily oceurred left Philadelphia for New
York, yesterday morning, at 20 minutes past 10. The
aceident ocenrred between une and two miles this side
of Burlington. At this place is a curve where the np
and down trains usually meet, aud the rule of the road
is that in case either train is behind time, the one on
time shall wait ten minuates and then proceed cauoti-
ously, one behind time switching oft and backing into
a side track when they come in sight of each ather.
This rule appears to have been duly observed, aud
when the train from New York came in sight,
the engineer of the Philadelphia train immediately
reversed his engine so asto go mte the turn off, and
give the road to the New York train, hisown being
Unfortunately at this moment a gentle-
man said to be a physiecian named Hanninglon or
Hanuegan, who, in a two- horse carriage containing
four ladies, was wailing to cross the track, down upou
. Being in the rear of the irack, the engineer did
not see the obstruction, aud the hind-most passenger
car came n callision with the cartiage, by which the
horses were immediately killed, and the carriage was
broken into fragments,. although the driver and the
ladies appear to have escaped almost unharmed. It
is reparted that the conductor saw the impending
danger, and attempted 1o give the signal 1o the engi-
neer, but the signal rupe was out of order. He then
endeavored to pass through the cais -to communicate
personaily with the engineer, but the collision sccur-
red belore he reached him. Tle concussion threw the
hindmost car off the track, down an embankment
eizht or ten feet high. The train must have been
backing at considerable speed, for the nexttwo cais
were . thrown upon the first, and a fousth car were
thrown over-and beyond the three. The baggage
car, tender and engine remained up the top of the
embankment and were inconsiderably injured. The
cars that were thrown down the embankment were
broken into fragments. The scene, as may well be
imagined, now became distressing in the extreme.
So soon as those who wers nnhurt recovered from the
shock, they nubly set to work te relieve the suflerers
and extract from the ruins of .the cars the dead and
wounded. The shrieks of the latter are represented
to:be trnly appalling. So fur as ean yet be ascertain-
ed, the-number of killed is 23, and™40 or 50 are re-
ported wounded.—N. Y. Advertiser.
