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2. The first sentence of subparagraph (2) of Article IX A of the Agree-
ment for Co-operation is amended to read as follows:

“(2) As to its right, title, and interest in and to any such invention
discovery, patent application, or patent in its own or third countries
will, upon request of the other party, grant to the other party @
royalty free, non-exclusive, irrevocable license, with the right to
grant sublicenses, for all purposes in all such countries.”

3. The following new paragraph is added to Article IX:

“C. With respect to inventions or discoveries made or conceived m,
circumstances other than those provided for in paragraph A of this
Article, it is agreed that additional mutual specific patent arrangé-
ments may be made.” J

ARTICLE V

This Amendment shall enter into force on the date of receipt by the
Government of Canada of a notification from the Government of the United
States of America that all statutory and constitutional requirements of the
Government of the United States of America for the entry into force of such_
amendment have been complied with, and it shall remain in force for the perio
of the Agreement for Co-operation, as amended.
