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to or f rom the territory of the Requested State, and any
fees, allowances or expenses payable to that person while in
the Requesting State pursuant to a request under Article
XII.

(3) If during the execution of the request it becomes
apparent that expenses of an extraordinary nature are
required to.fulfil a request, the Parties shall consult to
determine the terms and conditions under which the execution
of the request may continue.

ARTICLE XIX - CONSULTATIONS

(1) The Parties shaîl consult promptly, at the request of
either, concerning the interpretation and the application of
this Treaty.

(2) The Parties may develop such practical measures as may
be necessary ta facilitate the implementation of this
Treaty.

ARTICLE XX - EXTRATERRITORIALITY

(1) Neither Party shaîl request any measure for the
production of documents or information located in the
territory of the other Party otherwise than under the Treaty
or in accordance with Article IV.

(2) In amy investigation or prosecution in which a national
or resident of one Party is directed by the judicial process
of a third country ta undertake or refrain f rom any conduct
in the territory of the other. Party in a manner that
conflicts with the laws or establîshed policies of that

other Party, the Parties shaîl consult with a view ta
identifying means ta avoîd or minimize such conflict that
the Parties might pursue between themeelves, or, eitherh
jointly or individually, with the third country concerned.

ARTICLE XXI - TERRITORIAL APPLICATION

This Treaty shall apply:

(a) in respect of requests f rom the Government of
Canada,

Wi ta England and Wales and Scot1ande

(ii) upon notification made through the
diplaiuatic channel by the United Kingdom ta
Canada, ta Northern Ireland, the Channel Islands
and the Isle of Man;

(iii) ta ai»' territary for the international
relations of which the United Kingdom i s
responsible and to which this Treaty shah], bave
been extended by agreement between the Parties;
and

(b) in respect of requeuts fram the Governsient of the
United Kingdom, to Canada.
