SAAR VALLEY COMMISSION.

On the Orders of the Day:

Mr. C. W. PECK (Skeena): In view of
the fact that a statement was made in the
House by, I think, the Minister of Customs,
that Mr. Waugh had been appointed to the
Saar Valley Commission, I should like to
know whether or not a returned soldier was
available for that position, as a returned
soldier would be particularly and pecul-
iarly qualified to fill the position.

Right Hon. Sir GEORGE FOSTER (Act-
ing Prime Minister): The Saar Valley Com-
mission is a body which is under the direc-
tion of the League of Nations, and the
appointees are the appointees of the League
of Nations. Certain countries have repre-
sentation on that commission, the British
Empire being one of those countries, and
Mr. Waugh has been appointed as the repre-
sentative of the British Empire on that
commission. The Government of Canada
was asked to name a fit and proper per-
son as a member of the commission, and
the Government gave the very best atten-
tion that it possibly could to the selection
of the proper man in the time which it had
at its disposal, for it was very pressing that
this appointment should be made early. The
names of a number of gentlemen were can-
vassed, and what we particularly wanted
was to get a man of practical experience
in municipal utilities and their working,
and after the best consideration that could
be given to the selection of a man of that
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kind who was available, Mr. Waugh was
recommended to the position. Since that
recommendation, I understand, though no
official communication has been received—
and it was not necessary that there should
be—that he has been {appointed @as the
chairman of the commission; that is, the
chairmanship of the commission fell to the
British Empire, and Mr. Waugh will take
that position. Mr. Waugh was not in ser-
vice himself across the seas, but he had two
sons in service, one of whom, if I am cor-
rectly informed, met his death in battle;
and whilst Mr. Waugh was not himself an
actual soldier, he has thus a claim of high
character in connection with war service.

OLIVER—ST. PAUL DE METIS
RAILWAY.

On the Orders of the Day:

Mr. H. A. MACKIE: When will the
Oliver-St. Paul de Metis branch of the Cana-
dian Northern, which has been under con-
struction since 1909, be completed?

gentleman’s question and be able to an-
swer him probably to-morrow or Monday.

Mr. SPEAKER: The fact that the an-
swer to that question cannot be given off-
hand is evidence that it is one that ought
to have been put on the Order Paper.
