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it with the department, and that is bocause
there is a groat deal of information asked for
by the units from time to timo which can
perhaps bc better supplied undcr our auspices
than when it gýes to the archives.

Mr. ROSS (Kingston): Then therc is ne
decisiien as to the pay corps, the historical
section, and the military records branch?

Mr. RALSTON: My bon. friend is right se
far as the historical section is concerned. So
far as the pay corps is concernod, it bas been
decided that it shall be under the chicf ac-
countant for purposes of administration.

Mr. ROSS (Kingston): The minister must
knew that thero is a great deal of dissatis-
faction because it wvas decided at one time
that a certain policy was going- to ho adopted;
but something bappened between thon and
the present time to stop it. I think the min-
ister should submit a statement to tho houso
with regard te these matters rather than allow
the information te leak out to members of
the bouse in an underground way. There
were some other mattors that I ýviqhedl te
take up, but I do net wisb te delay the cem-
mittee. Thore wvere matters in cennectien
with the Royal Military College. The min-
ister knows what thev are. I am net dropping
these things. 1 shall not take up time te
dcal xvith themn new, but I shall follow them.
up lator.

Mr. BENNETT: I bave te ask the min-
istor's attention te eue matter. He wvill re-
call that tenders werc asked for the construc-
tion of beacons on the airway between Calgary
and Winnipeg. Tbe specifications and the
plans apparently were taken from the Ameni-
can gevernment's specifications. I hold in
my band a cepy of the plans. I think it is
very bad practice that tbere should appear on
the plans these words: "Departmont of Com-
merce, Airways Division, Serial No.." A
blank is left fer the serial numýber,' and a
blank for the name of the manufacturer.
Tben ceme the werds, "Department of Com-
merce, U.S. Airways." T ho specificatiens eall
fer inspection by the representative of the
bureau of lighthouses, and tanks must recoive
the initial test in bis prosence. The con-
tracter shaîl furnish witbeut cest te the United
States complote facilities including aIl] necos-
sary labeur, instruments, tools, and se forth,
for the inspection of all material and werk-
mansbip. On the strengtb of these specifi-
cations certain Canadians tondered for that
work, and tbey hased their pnices upon the
cost of securing from local manufacturers in
Winnipeg, namely, the Vulcan Iron Wnrks,
tanks that would meet with the specifications.

Mr. RALSTON: Would my bon. friend road
the details as te the tanks?

Mr. BENNETT: I was endeavouring net
te take up tee much timo. I will read the
memorandum:

Specifications for gasoline storage tanks of
approximately 515 gallons capacity.

Kerosene or. gasoline storage tanks ef apprexi-
înately 515 gallon eapacity suitable for installiug
aboe ground complote with a 6 inclh chaunel
and sereen vent header and as shown ou sketch
No. 40 attached.

That is a reproduction cf the American
sketch.

Now the tanks in situ are tanks wbicha it is
submittcd by these who bave inspccted them.
are net tanks answering te this specificatien.
Tbey bave rnot been inspocted by any person
representing the inspecting authority mon-
tioned, and tbev were produced by local manu-
facturers at about $40 per tank, wbereas the
lowest price quoted hy the Vulcan Iron Works
on this class cf tank wvas $120. As a result
t he job wvcnt te other tenderors-wbich migbt
wvell be of course in any caso-than te the
tendorers wbo complained.

Mr. RALSTON: Other than the Vulcan
Iron Works?

Mr. BENNETT: Tbey were preducing only
this part; they wcre not tendering for the
wbole work. The sketches and plans are wbelly
of American preparation, and tbey look te
me te be meroly plans pbotographed from
American plans prepared for othor purpeses.
I band these te the minister.

I tbink this is a very impertant matter, and
in cennection with it I want te put this con-
