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in which the work is being performed for the
character or class of work in which they are
respectively engaged, and if there be no current
rate in such district, then a fair and reasonable
rate.

To furnish the wage rates prevailing in all
the plants mentioned would entail an enormous
amount of work, as the number of labour
classifications in each plant varies from 50 to
200. This would require extra staff for a con-
siderable length of time, or the diversion of
present staff from current war duties, and it is
therefore considered not in the public interest
te reply in detail to this question.

ICE CREAM RATIONING

Mr. LECLERC:
Has the government rationed the quantities

of ice crean which may be nianufactured
quarterly during 1942?

Mr. GARDINER: No, but the dairy products
board lias by order restricted the volume of
sales of ice cream to civilian accounts during
any one quarter in 1942 to those of the
corresponding quarter in 1941. Volume of sales
of ice cream to military establishments, certain
charitable organizations operated or managed
within the limits of military establishments
Red Cross and military or civilian hospitals
are exempt from the provisions of the order.
