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Mr. MacNICOL: What is the hon. member
doing now?

Mr. BLAIR: We have a right to -unite our
efforts, and tell our friends. I have great
admiration and respect for every hon. member
of the house. 1 hav( r îeýpect for the men 1
have criticized. But I must say they are im-
posing upon the committee. This, bouse is
flot the first court of the land; the first court
of the land is back in the country. And back
in the country there is being created a spirit
of bitter hatred for some Frenchmen, and for
some men frorn Toronto, .too-

Mr. MacNICOL: Especially frein Welling-
ton North.

Mr. BLAIR: -because tbey are holding up
the business of the house. Ail the accusations
against the Minister of National Defence are
nlot etilled for. I have watchied him for many
years in the house, and I have every admira-
tion for bim, nor have 1 oy criticisrn to make
wbatsoovcer. I hope lie xviii be allowed to
attenid to bis dîîtics as Minister of National
Defence.

Mr. POULIOT: I risc to a question of

privilege. I have the greatest admiration for
the eloquence of the bion. member for Leeds
(Mr. Fulford) and the lion. member for
Wellington North (Mr. Blair). They are two
of the best speakers in the house, and-

The CHAIRMAN: I would ask tbe bion.
member to corne to bis question of privilege
as quickîy as possible.

Mr. POULIOT: I will do that. Tbe bon.
inenher for Leeds bias stated tbat the member
for Tenîiscouata bas taken the whole time of
the boeuse. Well, sir, those facts should be
establislied fromn Honsad. I dcny completely
what tlîe bion. member bas said. I nmade a few
remarks on Monday-

Some hon. MEMBERS: Oh, oh.

Mr. POULIOT: -and on Tuesday there is
xcry little in the narne of the hon. member
for Terniscouata. Yesterday I was not even in
t'be boeuse; I carne bere just about adjourn-
ment. And to-day what did I do? I spoke
for onlv five or ten minutes. All tbe time was
takeii by otber lion. members, and I admit it
is tbeir rigbt to speak. I neyer want to take
more than my share.

Sorne bon. MEMBERS: Oh, oh.

Mr. POULIOT: 0f course, what bas been
said to-day was organized behind the curtains.
But no one will prevent my using my privilege
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ta defend the rights of my electors and the
citizens of this country. If certain hon. rner-
bers are afraîd toi do their duty, I arn not;
and I will continue to do it. I will neyer be
frigbtened hy tbem. Tbey rnay look well at
the bull moose and the bull buffalo, in front
of the ladies' gallery, because tbey will neyer
be reelected, because bath the bon. member
for Leeds and the hon. member for Welling-
ton North xvil bite ilht (iist :il ilif' nt'xt
election.

Mr. BRUCE: I wisb to take the time of
the cornmittee for a few minutes to set the
record straight. I was able to read only last
nigbt of what took place the previous evening
wbien I xvas absent frorn the bouse, and wben
the Minister of National Defence rnade some
commnents wbich affected rne.

1 made no criticismi whatsoever of the
otlier leaders tbere, or of Lord Mountbatten,
or Lord Lovat, or General McNaugbton, or
any otbers xvlo ýwere taking part in planning
that campaign.

An bon. MEMBER: Who is lie?

Mr. BRUCE: I xvill mention it in a moment;
just be patient. please. However, since the
Minister of National Defence bas rnade a
statement xvhicb, in order to correct, forces me
to state to whom I referrcd, I shaîl do so in a
momnent.

In the first place I sbould like to say that
tlîe minister read a long extract two evenings
ago frein the book called "Combined Opera-
tions", a copy of wbich I have been able ta
secîire only to-day.
