In 1976-77
the following programs are incîuded: (a) Potato production,
17.7 man-years, $1,427,000.; (b) Blueberry, 1.0 man-year,
$75,000.; (c) Tree fruit, 0.3 man-year, $23,000.; (d) Environ-
mental quality, 2.2 man-years, $201,000., Total, $1,726,000.

2. (a) The Fredericton Research Station shares with other
Stations a portion of the corn and cereal breeding program for
Eastern Canada which amounts to 9.2 man-years and $780,-
000., which places emphasis on breeding, cultivar evaluation,
early seeding, winter hardiness and harvesting losses. (b) and
(c) The 1976-77 budget for the corn and cereal breeding
program at the Fredericton Research Station is: (a) Wheat,
0.1 man-year, $9,000.; (b) Barley, 0.1 man-year, $9,000.; (c)
