The proceedings of the day were
opened by the Hon. Speaker of the
Senato taking his seat, at the head of
the Clerk’s Table, whereupon the usual
gx'ayers being read, the Hon. George

rown was introduced to the House by
the Ion. Messicurs Letellier de St.
Just, and McMaster, and his Commis-
sion having been read, he took the
usual Oaths of Office, and appended his
name to the Roll of the Senators of
the Dominion of Canada.

At three o'clock, p.v., Hisx Excel-
lency the Governor General proceeded
In state to the Chamber of the Senate,
in the Parliament Buildings, and took
his seat upon the Throne. The Mem-
bers of the Senate being assembled,
His Excellency was pleased to com-
mand the attendance of the House of
Commops, and that House being pre-
sent, His Excellency was pleased to
open the Second Session of the Third
Parliament of the Dominion of Canada,

with the following Speech from the
hrone :—

SPEECH.
Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

I have much satisfaction in meeting
you at this early and convenient
season.

I have to congratulate you upon the
organization of the North-West Police
Force, and the success of its operations,
It has materially aided in the creation
of confidence and good will among the
Indian tribes; in the suppression of the
liquor traffic; the establishment of legi-
timate trade; the collection of Customs
duties; and, above all, in maintaining
security for life and property within
the Territory. Another effect of the
presence of the police in the North-

est has been to enable the Govern-
ment to largely reduce tho strength of
the military establishment in that
country.

The negotiation of a friendly Treaty
with the Crees and Sauteux of the
North-West for the cession of terri-
tory may be regarded as a further
guarantee for the continuation of ami-
