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Honorary Degrees,-

It was decided, after having received
a suggestion from Mr, E.W. Beatty and Sir Charles
Gordon, both Governors of the University, that the
Honorary Degree of LL.D, be offered to the Honorable
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L. Mackenzie King, Prime Ninister of Canada. Two
other names were mentioned by members of the Committee
for Honorary Degrees - one, the Hon. Herbert Marler,\
the other Dean Greenshields, who, it is understood,
will retire at the end of this session. Both of
these names were referred to the Faculty of Law for
consideration.

Convocation Arrsngements,-

It having already been decided that
diplomas and certificates were to be deleted from
the programme of the Annual Convocation, it was
decided to recommend to Corporation that a ceremony
for the presentation of such diplomas and certificates
be held in Moyse Hall on the morning of the day prior
to Convocation. And further, that an address be
given on that occasion by some one to be selected
later.

Re Rituzl at Convocation. The Chairman
was instructed to appoint = with
the guestion of ritual at the forthcoming Convocation,
this to consist of some members of the Deans'
in conjunction with others on the staff, It
was also recommended that a member of the Students'
Council be added to this committee.
