The Chairman: Gentlemen, I see a quorum.
May I say on behalf of the Standing Commit-
tee on Agriculture that we welcome this
opportunity to be in Abbotsford and to
receive briefs from the organizations which
will be introduced to you very shortly.

May I also say that our stay in British

. Columbia has been delightfully pleasant. We
had a wonderful morning—most enjoyable

and informative.

I want to draw to your attention one or two
little procedural matters. The first one is that
normally the tables are insulated, so will you
please make sure that you use a microphone
when you are speaking and, secondly, avoid
sliding it on the table in so far as possible
because that will cause a screeching sound
that may irritate all of you.

All the members of the Committee will
have noted that we are to receive briefs from
the B.C. Federation of Agriculture, The Bri-
tish Columbia Turkey Marketing Board, The
Egg Producers of British Columbia and the
B.C. Broiler Marketing Board. The witnesses
for each organization will deliver a brief
opening statement and in the order that I
have outlined. I would ask that the state-
ments by the witnesses be as concise as pos-
sible and probably in so far as possible
within approximately 10 or 12 minutes and
not more than 15 minutes at the outside.
I think we will receive all the briefs at the
outset, the meeting then will be thrown open
for questioning and the members will in-
dicate as they are recognized the person to
whom they wish to direct their questions.

Mr. Pringle: Mr. Chairman, is the Western

Food Processors Association represented at
the table?

The Chairman: The Western Food Process-
ors Association is not represented at the
table. I made an inquiry and I was of the
opinion that probably there was not a
representative here. If there is, we would
welcome you at the table. Will you come to
the front here, please, Mr. Rankin? I think it
would be agreeable with the Committee of I
asked Mr. Pringle to introduce our witnesses
as they sit on the Chairman’s right.
