Neither ﬂ Jealousy Nor Solely
Self Interest Dragged Her
Into War.

DID' NOT SEEK STRIFE

Count Anduuy Denies That
Contmercial Motives In-
fluenced England.

Special Cable to The Toronto World.
ZURICH, April 6. — (Via TLondon,
April 7.)—Count Juilan Andrassy, a
famous Hungarian statesman, has just
on the Origin of the War”
ni  which, while ardently sup-
porting the cause of his country,
he brushes aside with contempt the
charges now being leveled against
England in Germany and Austria-Hun-

gary.

“People,” he says, “who know Eng-
lish history cannot aeccept the
hesis of the Oxford professors as

the generous and absolutely dis-
nterested role ‘that England
has assumed in this war, but I do not
believe, on the other hand, that Eng-
land - knowingly worked for a general
war, a belief wrongly diffused in Ger-
many and in Aus.ria-Hungary. Dur-
ing the last Balkan wars, Great Bri-
tain never ceased to give moderating
advice to her friends of tie triple en-
tente. She played in a happy fashion
the role of intermediary. She tried to

many on all Balkan questions, and, in
fact, an agreement was reached on
some of them which interested the
two powers. I belleve that Great
‘Britain did not wish a general
Dm;tzun war to result from the Aus-
tdo-Servian conflict and that she would
have preferred to avoid it, thanks to the
concessions which she counted on us to
make, nor do I belleve, ds many people
retend to, that jealousy spurred on Eng-
nd to provoke a universal war in order
to drown thegGerman competition in
blood. Trade evolution ne not bring
about war between competing countries,
otherwise one could not understand why
British jealousy had not been provoked
the economic efforte of America, ef-
forts which are superior fo those of Ger-
many.”
Not for Self Interest Alone,

Not only does Count Andrassy deny
that coimercial motives prompied Great
Britain to take part in the war, but he
takes pains at great length to assert that
if self-interest were alone the standard
for her conduct, Great Britain would be
“rﬂmn‘ side by side with Germany, Aus-
tria-Hungary and Turkey, Instead of
against them,
He confesses himself incapable of un-
derstanding the motives, which, as ' he
thinks. are contrary to every interest of
Great Britain, and which induced Premler
Asquith and Sir Edward Grey to side
with Russia and France. The importance
of these views is greater by reason of
the unqualified support which Count An-
drassy has accorded to the war policy of
his old rival, Count Tisza, i

ROYAL COMMISSION
ON NEW SPELLING

Petition Will Be Presented to
Government Asking Its
Appointment.

ECONOMIC REASONS

W. F. Maclean, M.P., Made
Plea at Educational Associa-
tion Meeting.

Found a Waste.

Hoag, Toronto, gave his opinion that
the schools have outgrown their pres-
ent educational machinery, and he
found that there was waste in not
making concrete the abstract propo-
sition. Teachers asked the means of
individual words instead of getting at
the general idea of the passage as a
whole. He found also that the teach-
ing of decimals as it is done at the
present time 18 a waste. Vacations
were too long and in the rural dis-
tricts little children -did not go to
school in the winter, but would go in
the summer if they had the opportu-
nity.
