The Impression that a dividend was to be

declared this month arose from the story
that the purchase price paid by the British
America Corporation was to be §300,000,
and under that expectation a large portion
of stock in the old company has during the
past few weeks changed hands at from
27c to 29c. Now it .is asserted - that the
sum paid for the mine is only $261,000, and
that the directors have:decided not to pay
a dividend. ' The announcement willi prove
very ~disappointing. to . those who have
bought Josie shares on' the expectation of
deriving immediate profit,

According to The Spokesman of Spokane,
the old company’s refusal to pay a divi-
dend now is due to their desire to pay off
all debts and to straighten matters up be-
fore they wind up the corporation.

Cyankde Plant For the Fern,

Mr, F. C, Innes, managing director of the
Fern mine, near Nelson, B. C., has decided
to adopt the MacArthur-Forest process in
the treatment of ore from that property.
