RPPEALS OR ONTRRID LIST.

Subreme Court Sat Yesterday to Heal
Many Cases.

Coroner Bpencer continued the Inquiry
last night at Millard’s undertaking estab-
lishment Into the facts surrounding the
death of the late Charles W. Stovel of
Walkerton, who was fatally injured at
Bay and Front-streets by a trolley car
on Wednesday afternoon last,

Many Decisions—~Rumor to the Ef-
fect That Chief Justice Strong

Mr. C. W. Gartshore, a wholesale mer-
chant, was the first witness, He was
standing on the southeast corner of Bay
and Front-streets, and saw the deceased
struck by the left front corner of the
car. He heard the gong, and thought the
car was going at a moderate rate of speed.
James Albert Wright, 53 Centre-avenue,
deposed that he was driving south on
Bay-street, and stopped his horse to let
the car pass. He heard a shout, and saw
the car strike the deceased. Witness
helped to carry the deceased to the side-
walk. Cross-examined, he said that he
did not hear a gong. i

He Saw Him Hit,
Mr, W. J. Cantwell, a teamster, living
at 32 Berryman-street, told of his leaving
Messrs, Ames, Holden & Company’s prem-
ises, He did not know which way the
deceased was going, but saw him struck.
He thought the wound was caused by
the deceased falling on the pavement.
Edward Wallsy 105 DJArcy-street, an-
other teamster, explained that he was
driving west on Front-street. He first
saw the deceased lying in the centre of the
south track. The car was going 6 or
7 miles an hour.
John Piper of 1088 Yonge-street was the
motorman in charge of the car in question.
He sald that the car was going west,
Near Bay-street he slowed up and rang the
gong. When the car got to the middle
of Bay-street witness saw a man in the
centre of the south track, and shouted
to him., He applied the brakes as quickly
as possible, and the car stopped In about
its own length, Witness added that he
did not see the deceased struck.

Conductor’s Story.
Willlam Young, 191 Howland-avenue, was
conductor on car No. 450, He noticed
that something was wrong by the sudden
slowing up of the car, Witness saw the
deceased lying on the south track, and
later saw him carried to the sidewalk.
He thought the car was going about §
miles an hour.
Mr. J. R. Shaw of Smellle & Shaw, bar-
risters, swore he knew the deceased in-
timately, and found him an exceptionally
active man, Witness identified the de-
ceased at the Emergency Hospital,
William Nix, chief roadmaster of the To-
ronto Rallway Company, and Mr. W, R.
Johnston, the well known clothier at Bay
and Front-streets, also gave unimportant
testimony. The jury then retired, and
after 40 minutes’ deliberation, returned
the following verdict:

The Pudding.

“We find that deceased came to his
death on Oct. 18, 1898, by eollislon with
street car No. 450. The jury further say
that no blame can be attached to the
motorman, -and they recommend that the
city pass a by-law requiring all -cars to
sound the gongs and slacken speed sat
every through crossing”
The relatives of deceased have thus far
been unable to get any trace of his gold
wateh, which was wrenched off the chaln
in the accident.
