York Coo.tr Connell.
The members of York County . Council 

met in the old Court House on Adelaltie- 
street yesterday, and, wltn Warden 
Chester In the cbalr. commenced tbe June 
session. Several communications were 

■read, among them one from County Coun­
cillor F. Turner, regretting nia absence 
thru Illness, one fromH. kt Irwin re Grand 
Jury, and another from tne Men's Social 
Department of the Salvation Army asking 
for a grant towards tnelr rescue work. 
The trustees of 8.8. No. 13, Vaughan, ask­
ed to have a bylaw passed appointing arbi­
trators to divide the section.

The High Constable’s report stated, that 
petty thefts near the city limits " were 
very much on the Increase. This, be 
thought, was due' to the bicycle races anti 
events at the Woodbine and other places 
where large crowds congregate on tne 
borders of the county. He complained 
that he was restricted by the County Coun­
cil in hot being able to fnrnlsn special 
constables to guard the peace in sucn 
emergencies.

Whilst counties are empowered to de­
termine what are and wdat are not county 
bridges within the copnty, there is no 
provision in the act by ' which any county 
can neglect to pay Its part of tbe cost of a 
bridge upon the boundary between one 
county and another.

York county contends 
that the act only empowers a county to 
limit tbe bridges It will aaaume when 
they border upon two municipalities within 
a county, not when between .two counties, 
and, if the bridge is not kept up, York 
will complete the repairs and collect from 
Simcoe Its proportion of the cost.

A. J. Anderson, solicitor, of Toronto 
Jonction, wrote asking for the $160 grant 
to the County Model School, which the 
county refused to grant at Its last sitting.

♦uNe,T îor,k’ June 10.—At the meeting or 
the Central J> ederated Union, the privilege 
of the floor was given to a committee from 
the International Association or Machln-

* wl10 wanted to lay the case of the 
striking machinists before the body. a. 
Kunzelman of this committee said that the 
principal point now was to keep 20,0uu 
non-union men, who had gone on strike 
with the onion men, from rushing back to 
work.

“There are 50,000 machinists on strike 
for the shorter work-day thruout_ the 
United States,” he continued. “Of these 
30,000 belong to the union, and we have 
to keep the other 20,000 in line,

trades.”

He said that the fight would he a long 
and continued one, and asked the central 
body to lend Its aid financially and other­
wise.
