Our foreign
trade amounted to $377,725,600 In the
fiscal year ending June 30, 1901, or $5,000,-
000 more than in the preceding year, and
no less than $146,000,000 in excess of the
foreign trade of 1896. That is to say, in
the brief space of five years the money
value of our imports and exports has been
enhanced by 68 per cent. "

terrible losses of the American civil war
and the Franco-Prussian war sfiowed the
necessity for changing close Iormations
wiatt areas,

lesson.

“To-day quick-firing guns kill ten times
as many men at the same time as the old
weapous were capible of doing. Krontal
attacks are thus futile unless the deien-
ders’ line is streiched to a point where
it is possible for the enemy to break fhiu.
