tries To Close.Detroit, Dec. 1.—Scores of industrial 
plants here and in other cities of the 
state are temporarily closed or their 
production curtailed because of the hur­
ricane which swept across Southern 
Michigan late Saturday, according to 
reports early today. Miles of electric 
power wires were levelled to the ground 
by the wind, which reached a velocity 
bf 84 miles an hour here and from 70i

ashore some of them in a fainting con­
dition.

Ail the wires to the lake points are 
down and until news comes.in via 
other sources, nothing will be known 
of damage to shipping. Several pas- 
senger boats tied up here and in 
Detroit for the winter were consider- 
ably damaged by being hammered 
against the piers, one broke loose, but 
was anchored in mid-stream where she 
rode out the storm.

London, Dec. 1. — The Prince of 
Wales arrived at Victoria station this 
afternoon.

The worst rainstorm of this winter 
was falling when the prince arrived, 
but the streets were packed with people 
who were unable to get within eight 
blocks of the station. Trafalgar Square 
was jammed by noon, and the streets 
along the route to Buckingham Palace 
also were filled.

CANADIANS LIKELY 
TO FACE SHORTAGE
OF HARD COAL

[Special to The Advertiser.] 
I Ottawa. Dec. 1.—While every effort is 
1being made to relieve the coal shortage 
to avert the spread of trouble among 
the Canadian mine workers, authorities' 
here are none too cheerful as to the out-| 
look. So far the strike situation in the ! 
United States has affected only the1 
industrial life of Canada, it now threat­
ens to be felt by domestic users. It is 
obvious that acute shortage of bitumin­
ous coal in the United States must cause 
that country to look toward a conserva­
tion of the supply of hard coal, and it 
would not be at surprising if supplies 
of the latter variety were very much 
curtailed if not entirely cut oft in the 
near future.

In the meantime every effort is being 
made to insure that the Canadian mines 
continue to run to capacity. There has 

been tto cessation to date either in the 
maritime provinces or in Alberta, though 

Ithere are signs of rumblings from the 
1latter province and a strike has been 
threatened in the Minto mine of New 
Brunswick in connection with which 
a board of arbitration was formed and 
recently reported. The findings of the 
board were accepted by the company I 
which was prepared to put the recom­
mendation into effect at once, but the 
employees objected to the finding, and 
the United Mine Workers* Association, j 
which some of the employees belong to, I 
have ordered a strike.
