That in all applications for grants of Bibles to Sunday Schools, 
the applicant be requested to furnish the Secretaries with an ac- 
count of the state of the School ; the number of Scholars and 
leachors ; the amount of funds at the disposal of the Mana- 
gers ; who are its Officers ; and why it is necessary to make such 
application: all of which should in every ease be certified by a 

the Gospel, or some person of known respectability. 
And further, this Committee recommend that the 'Secretary be 
instructed to make grants in future only to destitute settlements, 
reporting the same to the next General Meeting of the Committee.
