“There is one thing which every house­
wife can do. in order to assure herself 
that she is obtaining the pure material, 
or, at least, that which is certified pure. 
She may look at the labels on bottles or 
boxes to see if they are marked ‘pure/ 
‘mixture,’ or ‘compound.’ It must be borne 
in mind that in many cases a compound 
is an entirely useful and legitimate article.

“ As a prominent firm has remarked : 
‘We feel that one of the most important 
safeguards in the matter of preventing 
fraud is truthful labelling and the strict 
enforcement of a label regulation.’ The 
public has a right to know what is be­
ing bought, and it is a woman’s duty, as 
purchaser for the household, to acquaint 
herself with the various substances used 
as food stuffs and to examine the pack­
age, with a view to discovering the quality 
of the contents.

“The government form of warranty reads* 
‘We hereby warrant the contents of this 
package as manufactured by us, to be pure 
and unadulterated in accordance with the 
warranty provided for in the third sched­
ule to the Adulteration Act., Chap, 133 
of the Revised Statutes.’ ”
