J^JOSCOW, Jan. 4—Servants
are of the privileged classes 

in Russia. They enjoy better con­
ditions of life, more comforts, 
higher wages and greater privileges 
than the old nobility or aristocracy.

In addition to regular trade union 
hours, Russian servants now de­
mand and receive from their mis­
tresses social insurance, one month’s 
vacation with full pay and one day 
off each week, two winter dresses, 
two summer dresses, six aprons, 
two pairs of shoes, four pairs of 
stockings and a warm coat.

If the servant be illiterate, her 
employer is required to give her a 
number of hours off each week, so 
she can attend workers’ schools. 
If the lady of the house scolds or 
abuses her, or asks her to work 
overtime, the servent immediately 
reports the matter to the Servant»' 
Trade Union, which usually sub­
mits the case to the specie! labor 
court for redress.

Under the Soviet, the servant can 
be dismissed only for most sub­
stantial reasons, and then her em­
ployer’must feed, clothe and main­
tain her without charge for a 
period of a month after dismissal.

The Ark of the Covenant was pre­

cious and sacred because it contained 
the tables of the law given to Moses 
by God on Mount Sinai.

Just prior to the Babylonian cap­
tivity, Jeremiah hid the Ark in a cave 
on Mount Nebo. Thereafter, there is 
no record, of the Ark having been 
found, but according to prophecy in 
the Apocryphal work of Maccabees, 
the Ark will be found in Mount Nebo 
at the time when the Jews are gather- 

1 ed again in Palestine.
Since the war and the resultant en­

couragement of Jews to return to the 
Holy Land, there has been a remark­
able movement of the Jews toward 
their old home. Futterer said he was 
confident that the present situation 
fulfills or soon will fulfill the condi­
tions of the prophecy and that he be­
lieves the Ark will be found.

Jordania department of antiquities for 
a lease on Mount Nebo.
