Supreme Council

JAN 18 NOTABLE DAY

One of Greatest in Werld’s His-
tory, Say Paris Newspapers —
British Delegates Enjoy Sunday

Paris, Jan. 20—The situation in Rus-
sia was taken up by the supreme coun-
cil of the peace conferznce at its session

,today. John Noulens, French ambas-
‘sador to Russia, spoke on the Russian
vqtestion.

This announcement was made in the
official statement given out regarding
the proceedings of the plenipotentiaries.
The next meeting of tue -council “will
be held tomorrow at 10.30 o'clock to
hear M. Scavenius, Danish minister in
Petrograd, who left the Russian capital
very recently.

Paris, Jan. 19—The Paris newspapers
today are unanimous in considering Sa-
turday, January 18, one of the great-
est dates in the wor¥’s history. The
Figaro says:—

“Public opinion in all the Allied coun-
tries will gather from the events of yes-
terday the vivid and reassuring impres-
sion which results both from the words
spoken 'in the peace conference and the
frame of mind and the implacable de-
termination clothed beneath - those
words. Thanks to the general good will,
an accord has been arrived at between
thought and action, between the require-
ments of reality and the loftiness of
dreams.”

All the newspapers remark upon the
fact that exactly forty-eight years to the
day when the German empire. was pro-
claimed at Versailles, Germany saw the
entire world turned against her.

The Petit Parisien remarks that
the change in things marks complete re-
venge of “right against brutal might.”

Paris, Jan. 20—(Havas Agency)—
President Poincare’s address at the open-
ing of the peace congress is warmly
praised by newspapess, even Socialist
writers giving it enthusiastic approval.

All lay stress on the tone of “affec-
tionate veneration for Premfer Clemen-
@au evident In the speech of Premier
Lioyd George of Britain.” They say
that the election of M. Clemenceau is a
tribute to “that servant of France, that
loyal, engrgetic, clear-seeing and highly
intelligent man who took such a large
part in winning the victory of right.”

Unanimous opinion .is expressed that
“reciprocal confidence, publicly affirmed,
guaranteed the conclusion of future
agreements in spite of unavoidable dif-
ierences of opinion.”

The first formal session of the peace
conference was opened freely to the
press of all nations. How many of the
succeeding sessions wil be held in cam-
era has not been indicated, but the
American newspaper men, and probably
also the British and Italians, are pre-
paring to re-open the question of pub-
licity if they should decide that the flow
of news is impeded by rules of secrecy.

Paris, Jan. 20—With Vittorio Orlando,
the Italian premier, the only absentee,

the supreme council of -the peace confer- |
ence reassembled at half-past ten o’clock |

this morning. Premier Orlando had ar-

rived here from Romec, however, and |

was expected to attend later in the day.

Arthur J. Balfour, British foreign
secretary, was accompanied to the meet-
ing by Lord Robert Cecil, who has es-
ecially in charge the subject of aleague

nations on behalf of Great Britain.
.aron Nobuski Makino, chief of the

Japanese mission, attended, the council

for the first time, representing Japan
together with Baron Matsui, the ambas-
sador to France. Lord Robert Cecil
remained at the foreign office, where the
meeting was held, for only a few min-
utes, and did not enter the council
chamber, where the session today was
an executive one.

The council as it met today comprised
ten members—two from each of the five
great powers.

Sunday Recreation.

Paris, Jan. 20—Several members of
the British delegation to the peace con-
ference embraced the opportunity which
Sunday afforded for trips of recreation
or for exercise, Premier Lloyd George
took a train for Rheims in company
with George Nicoll Barnes of the Brit-
ish delegation, and some of' the minor
British officials, and from the cathedral
city motored to Chateau Thierry, visit-
ing the battlefields en route,

Mr. Balfour and Andrew Bonar Law
played tennis in the morning and early
afternoon in the Bois de Boulogne.

London, Jan. 20—(Canadian Press de-
spatch from Reuter’s Limited)—Prem-
ier Massey and Sir Joseph Ward, New
Zealand’s peace delegates, have reached
London en route to Paris. Premier
Massey, interviewed, said:—“New Zea-
landers are as insistent as ever that the
German colonies in the Pacific be not
returned to the enemy.”

Wa'dorf Astor Sees *Economic
Crisis Ahead *

U. S. FOSSIBLE EXCEPTION

Parliamentary Secretary of British
Mhnistry of Food Says League
of Nations Must be Positive as
Well as Negative

London, Jan. 20—(British Wireless
Service)—If the league of nations is to
be a 'success, it must be positive as well
as negative, according to a pamphlet is-
sued by Major Waldorf Astor, parlia-
mentary secretary of the ministry of
food. .

“Co-operation between nations before
the war was an exception,” the pamphlet
says, “It has proved to be the cause of
the Allied victory, and must be the basis
of a permanent peace. The league of
nations will not last long if-its fune-
tions are exerted solely through courts
or tribunals for the settlement of dis-
putes after they have arisen. It mus’
make utmost use of every means of
uniting nations for accepting commoa
purposes and repelling common dangers.
* “All the belligerent nations, with the
possible exception of the United States,
will now have to face an economic crisis

markets, the uncertainty of prices and
the breakdown of establish govern-
ments over a large part of Burope. The
chances for international quarrels in the
turmoil of competitive trade will be|
greater than ever. It is important,
therefore, that the league of nations be
equipped with machinery to secure the
utmost co-operation between nations in
facing thege comimon problems,

“Responsibility for repairing the rav-
ages of wary must fall upon the -league
of nations. Inhternational labor problems
confront the league. Even before the
war, labor and capital realized their in-
terests were international. It will be of
fundamental importance that in re-stact-
ing industry the standard of living in
civilized countries-shall not be rendered
unstable by the competition of sweated
and underpaid labor. It will probably
be necessary to secure tH¥ by interna-
tional agreements guaranteed by the
league of nations.”

ALL OVER WHEN THE
CANADIANS BROAE
THROUGH HINDENBURG

-~ LINE, SAYS GERMAN

Defeat Then-Rgguded as Certain
Declares Prominent Member of
General Ludendorff's Staff

London, Jan. 20—(By Canadian As-
sociated Press)-~General Currie has re-
ceived a letter from a Canadian officer
in close touch with a prominent mem-
ber of General Ludendorff’s staff named
Captain Finkel. General Currie’s cor-
respondent writes:

“Pressing this officer *us to when he
first thought their land forces would be
defeated, he said he knew defeat was
certain and the end near when the Cana-
dians broke Hindenburg’s line. It was
not their intention to make that line a
final one. A new line was to have been
built farther to the rear, and the troops
gradually moved back. . It was the gen-
eral idea of our staff that neither army
could break through the other’s line, and
when your corps succeeded in doing the
seemingly impossible, calculations were
upset and no time was left to retrieve
the losses.”

The Canadian Associated Press learns
from an officer just returned from the
corps that Germans in the Bonn dis-
trict, although only coldly polite to Cana-
dians, were deeply grateful for their
presence as a protection against Bolshe-
 vism, gvhich the disciplined German
fears as the plague. Most Germans in
the district where the Canadians have
been located are of the junker class. They
regarded -our batteries around Bonn Uni-
versity, ready for immediate action, with
real gratitude. ¥

They include an increase
of four shillings a day in rate pay or an
addition of £73 to the wages of the va-
rioms lower deck ratings, which now
range from £23 to £137 a year; that
sailors be paid at the rate of two pence
a day for each year of service, which is
a 100 per cent increase over the present
rate; that claims be made for pensions
for wounded and disabled men, that
pensions to widows and direct depend-
ents be two-thirds of the rating wage
and that a bonus of £50 be paid all rat-
ings on leaving the navy after twelve
years. They will also put forward de-
mands for increased allowances and free
railway passes.
