Joseph Barlow has been reported by 

Policeman Smith of the I. C. R. for tres­
passing on T. C. R. property.

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Within a few days workmen will com­
mence tearing down the old buildings in 
Mill street to make room for the new 
terminals to be erected by thç C. P. U. 
and the appearance of that seHion of the 
city will undergo a marked fhqpnge. The 
plans of the railway company provide for 
the erection of Targe warehouses and the 
laying of a number of frèrght tracks and 
the improvements should place the rail­
way company in a much better poteition 
for handling their business here.

One of the first things to be taken up 
in connection with the work will be the 
filling in of a large portion of the prop­
erty and for this there will be required 
about 150,000 yards of material, 
buildings along the eastern side of Mill 
street wiy be removed and a new road­
way built, twenty-five feet wide, running 
parallel with the present street. One 
building situated at about the centre of 
the block, may not be takpn down this 
year as the lease does not expire nmtil 
next year, and tjie two buildings on the 
eoriier of Main and Mill street will not ÿe 
interfered with, à» they have hot been 
purchased by the company.

Room for 130 Cars
The plans show that there will be room 

for 130 cars on thé new sidings, A ware­
house, 40 by 400 feet, will be built now, 
and will probably be extended 110 feet 
additional next year, if it is found that 
the business requires it. This warehouse 
will be principally for handling inward 
freight and possibly an outward freight 
Shed will be erected later if required.

There will be eight delivery tracks for 
carload freight afid two tracks running to 
the freight shed. These tracks will run 
to within twenty-five feet of Mill street. 
There will also be a track running to the 
cold stqrage building from the westward, 
in place of the I R. track, which will 
be removed. The "mill on the Likely 
property will be removed, but little change 
Will be noticeable in Main street.

It is expecteji to have all the work 
completed withifi four or five months, as 
it will be .tusIm^I as quickly as possible. 
The twenty-five feet between AJill street 
and the ends of the tracks will be a road­
way for teams goirig to and from the 
cars and there ifrill be a slight incline 
leading from the Mill street' end to the 
roadways between the 
teams will be 
ling freight easily.

While the majority of the buildings will 
not be vacated untiP May 1, the company 
will probabfy commence the work of fill­
ing in "Before that time, and it is lively 
that a large number of men will be em­
ployed there vefy soon.

Evidence was jfiven by Bartholomew 
McGaffney, head checker for the Allan 
line, that he saw Clarke take hold of 
Waugh’s head and knock it forcibly 
against the cobble-stones in the gutter, 
causing the blood to flow freely, also 
that lie struck him with the handcuffs. 
He did not see Waugh offer resistance, 
and told the patrolman that he was a 
witness to his actions.

Mrs. Hannah Godsoe and Mrs. Elean­
or .Clark corroborated Mr. McGaffney’s 
evidence. Dr. Kenney told of examining 
the wound in Waugh’s beach . It was ati 
inch and a half long, and in some places 
had gone almost to the bone. There 
marks on the throat near the wind-pipe.

Policertian Clark admitted having used 
considerable force in arresting Waugh, 
saying that it was necessary, because of 
his trying to get clear. The prisoner had 
resisted and’kicked in- his efforts to get 
away. He denied having struck him sev­
eral times' with his handcuffs, and said 
that he liad simply held his head down 
in order to keep the defendant from es­
caping, and had not knocked his head re­
peatedly or wilfully agàifist the cobble­
stones.
