Charters—Advices from Barbadoes 
dated Jan. 27th say “We regret that 
with the opening of the new year, and 
the commencement of the West India 
sugar season, we are unable to advise 
the improvement in freighting business 
that we usually look for at this time ; we, 
however, attribute the limited inquiry 
for tonnage to the fact that both sellers 
and buyers of produce are holding .off 
until after the month of March, when 
the new sugar tariff in the United States 
comes into effect ; we then expect that

AN INTERESTING CASE.

Before His Honor Judge Watters.
At chamber yesterday the case of 

Mott and Lawson et al which was on the 
docket of the recent term of the Saint 
John county court and in which the 
facts were admitted was argued upon 
the legal points involved.

The facts of the case are that the plain- 
iff and the late Andrew Lawson owned 
the yacht Vivid as tenants in common ; 
that Mr. Lawson died intestate; that no 
administration of his estate had been 
granted to his widow and son and that 
they sold the yacht.

Mr. John Kerr for the defendants con­
tended that the defendants had an' act­
ual interest in the yacht and that even 
considered as executors de son tort, be­
ing in possession of the property their 
sale could be supported; also that they 
became tenants in common with the 
plaintiff and as such one could not bring 
an action of trover against the other for 
the mere sale of a chattel, even though 
accompanied by dejivery.

Mr. C. J. Coster, for the plaintiff, arg­
ued that the defendants were in the po­
sition of ordinary wrong-doers; that per­
sonal estate did not vest in the personal 
representatives without grant of admin­
istration, and, therefore, defendants had 
no right to sell.
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
