this action is not justified. Long
hours and over-production would ap-
pear to be the cause of much of the
unemployment. The aim of Laber
is the eight-hour workday with a
half-holiday on Saturday. However,
in declaring this policy the Ameri-
can Federation of Labor aiso made
it quite clear that no bagriers wpuid
be placed 1n the way of srganizations
in an endeavor to establish a six-
hour workday to find employment
for all its members,
