The complicity of a girl of eighteen in 
the murder of an eld woman named 
Coudray near Tours last autumn has 
been dramatically exposed by the prints 
left on a floor by her tiny blood-stained 
slippers.

Mme. Coudray was a wealthy woman 
of somewhat intemperate habits, but 
great charity, who lived almost alone. 
On the morning of September 20th last 

j she discharged her servant, Scou&rmet, 
! and on the same day, between twelve 

and one o'clock, she agreed to employ 
a woman named Durand, wrho was to 
enter upon her duties at five o'clock. 
On arriving at the house at that hour 
Durand found the door shut, and 
knocked and rang without effect. The 
police were called, and broke-in to find 
Mme. Coudray lying dead in the 
sage with her throat cut and wounds 
in the face and head.

Attention was attracted by 
traces left in the house by the marks 
of two bloodstained slippers, 
were evidently the footmarks of a wo­
man, and of a woman with very small 
feet.

Nanaimo, April 4.—The most interest­

ing thing about the week's news in Na­
naimo was the hearing of the applica- 
tion of the city on Thursday night be­
fore Government Agent Bray for the j 
right to take water for the city water- 
works system from the south fork of ! 
the Nananmo river. The city is facing 
the same problem as Victoria in its . 
water supply, and requires more water. ; 
At the rate people have been coming 
into the city during the last few months 
it is only a question of a short time 
before a better and larger water supply 
is needed. Indeed now, during the dry 
spell in the fall, restrictions have to be 
put on the use of the water and the city 
has to husband it as much as possible 
until the rains come.

Recently a by-law was submitted to 
the people authorizing the loan of $75.- 
000 for the purpose of going to the south 
fork of Nanaimo river where there is 
an almost inexhaustible supply of water 
sufficient for fire and ordinary con­
sumption, and also for the use of pres­
ent and other industries that may come. 
The by-law carried and a staff of sur­
veyors were placed at work. The prop­
osition was pronounced feasible and the 
necessary notices were placed at the 
forks. When it came to the hearing 
of the application on Thursday night it 
developed that there was to be some op­
position to the city’s desire to get water 
there. The Wellington Colliery Com­
pany protested in a communication 
against granting the city the right to 
take water from the forks, and wished 
its ownership of the water recognized. 
J. H. Simpson, who appeared for the 
city, denied the right of the company t 
the water. If this right Is recognized 
he argued, then it means that the city 
becomes a lessee, tenant, 
some other similar position towards the 
company. The possibilities In this event 
are many, and not at all alluring to the 
city of Nanaimo. The company as yet 
has not furnished any proof of its 
ership to the water, as the matter is 
still In abeyance, and Win be until it is 
fully considered. In any event should 
th^ company prove its right the city is 
not alarmed, as it believes it can force 
the company to giÿe water to the city 
by expropriation under the statute from 
1896, which rèads as follows:

“•Any municipality shall, from time to 
time, where a sufficient supply of Unre­
corded water i"s not avaiable within 
reasonable limits of distance and 
pendtt-ure, have, pufcjjeet to the approval 
of the lieutenant-governor in council 
the right of expropriation over record­
ed water and all works in connection 
therewith, to the extent proved by the 
municipality to the satisfaction of the 
lieutenant-governor in council to 
necessary to obtain a proper and suffi­
cient source of water supply for ordin­
ary household purposes and fire protec­
tion purposes.”

AH this seemed very odd, particular­
ly as the girl, who must have stayed 
so long with the old lady, was barely 
acquainted with her.

A search was accordingly made at the 
girl's home, and a pafi* of slippers bear­
ing traces of human blood was discov­
ered hidden away. The petticoat and 
skirt worn by the prisoner on the day 
of the murder were found to have 
bloodstains on them.

The girl's slippers' on being measured 
with the blood mark» in the house, 
were found to fit the1 marks exactly. 
Moreover, one of the aHppers had a hole 
on the . left side. The blood marks 
traced to this hole were distinctly vis­
ible in the imprints on the floor of the 
murdered woman's house.

Other councillors supported Council­
lor Nicholson. It Was’ finally decided 
that lenders be called for provided" the 
government provide a competent over­
seer for the work.

Letters were received from "Lieuten­
ant Colonel Rowcroft" and R. Holmes 
asking that the sidewalk on Tolmle 
avenue between Glasgow avenue and 
.Quadra street be made. The matter 
"was referred to the road superintend­
ent fer a report and estimate.

At the fortnightly meeting o{ the 
South Saanich municipal council held 
On Saturday night at S o’clock the bus­
iness of the council went along smooth­
ly until the clerk put before the coun­
cillors an application from James Fim. 
the road superintendent of tbe muni­
cipality, for an Increase of *10 per 
month salary, when Councillor Nichol­
son took the floor and loudly protested 
■gainst the increase, arguing against 
the support of Chairman Reeve that 
tbe .request be granted and the Increase 
so ordered.

Councillor Reeve held that the road 
superintendent was entitled to the In­
crease as he was a gpod man in the 
right place, and for three years had 

. served the municipality at ninety dol­
lars per month, and had been put to 
some extra expense to providing a 

. horse and rig, which had saved the 
council some charges to hauling as the 
road superintendent had frequently 
brought goods from the city. He said 
the road superintendent had given the 
council great satisfaction and they had 
never been served better than by the 

. ^present holder of the office who had 
. proved himself a faithful worker and 
servant of the municipality.

The chairman’s expression of opinion 
was given on the reo.uest of Councillor 
Nicholson, who. as soon as the request 
had been read, jumped to the floor and 
said he desired to speak on the matter 
hut first required an expression of opin­
ion from the chairman.
