The prompt arrival of the fire de­
partment prevented the total destruc­
tion of the house, which was damaged 
to the extent of more than $1,000.

In obedience to the vote of the rate­

payers polled at the municipal elections 
the city council, at its meeting last 
night,- passed a new by-law governing 
Sunday closing. After July 14th it will 
be illegal to sell cigars, cigarettes, con­
fectionery, soft drinks, tobacco or fruit 
on Sundays as hitherto.

A report from the health and morals 
committee, read early ln the course of 
the meeting, recommended the passage 
of a by-law in regard to trade licenses 
which -would compel persons taking 
these out to sign a statement that it 
was for the sale of goods on six days 
of the week, and all businesses except 
the sale of milk and drugs on the first 
day of the week be forbidden, 
committee thought that the imposition 
of a penalty was uncalled for, but in 
the by-law as submitted and passed 
there is a penalty of $50 provided for 
infractions of the law. The report 
stated that a penalty was not called 
for, even if legally enforceable, consid­
ering the orderly condition of the city.

Interminable delay in completing ne­

gotiations it had begun for taking land 
for street widening purposes is com­
plained of by E. M. Johnson, acting on 
behalf of Mrs. Mary Jackson, in a let­
ter which was read at the city council 
meeting last night, Mr. Johnson wrote 
that the matter had been dragging 
along for two years, and put the delay 
entirely on the city. He remarked that 
the city had lately been going outside 
its own lawyers for legal advice on 
water and perhaps it would be well to 
go outside in regard to land as well.

It was moved that the letter be re­
ferred to the solicitor.

Residents on Ladysmith street had 
another delay to complain about, that 
of meeting their desire for local im­
provements. They pointed out that 
other streets, for which application had 
been made later, had received atten­
tion before theirs. The matter was re­
ferred- to the streets committee.

The Vancouver Island Development 
League made formal request for the 
payment of the civic grant of $5,000 to 
Joshua Kingham, treasurer, and for 
the appointment of two members of the 
city council to sit with the executive 
as the league.

Aid. Henderson, chairman of the 
finance committee, and Aid. McKeown 
were selected as the city’s representa­
tives, and the matter of the payment 
of the grant was referred to the finance 
committee.

The secretary of the Anti-Tubercu­
losis Association wrote to council in 
regard to a grant of $1,000 voted by the 
council in 1907 towards the building of 
the sanatorium at Tranquille, the pay­
ment of which would be very welcome 
at present.

“It seems to me one of the very rash 
promises made by ex-Mayor Morley,"' 
remarked Aid. Stewart.

The mayor stated that the money had 
been voted, and was really another $1,- 
000 of the deficit left by the ex-mayor. 
It had never been paid and he found 
out afterwards the money was held 
back by the order of- the late mayor.

"What is the good of referring it to 
tfle city, solicitor?” asked Aid. Turner 
scornfully. “He advised us the other 
day to refer a matter to a Vancouver 
lawyer because he was unable to cope 
with it. What is the nee of referring 
this thing to him when he is unable 
to handle it, according to himself ? Let 
it go to Mr. Davis, of Vancouver;’.’

“Hear, hear,” said Aid. Humber, 
falling in with his colleague’s humor.

The finance committee reported, 
applications made for civic grants, that 
$400 be paid to the Victoria Teachers’ 
Institute to defray the cost of a trip 
on the Princess Charlotte for the dele­
gates to the convention of the Dominion 
Educational Association, and $100 to the 
Local Council of Women for the en­
tertainment of foreign delegates to the 
quinquennial council, both sums to be 
deducted from the grant to the De­
velopment League. A grant of $50 Lo 
the Society for the Prevention of 
Cruelty to Animals was recommended.

This report was adopted.
Water Commissioner Raymur sub­

mitted a teply to Aid. Humber’s ques­
tion regarding the high level tank. This 
has cost $17,883.77, besides $4,800 for the 
site, less some small deductions. The 
tank had been completed, except for 
the clearing of the site and the build­
ing of a fence. The lowest tender for 
the work was $16,500, exclusive of ce­
ment, which, with thé cost of super­
vision, would have brought the whole 
cost to more by contract than by day 
work.

Aid. Fullerton, who is a sturdy de­
fender of day labor, suggested that the 
board of trade should be sent a copy of 
this, as a sample of a civic work which 
had been done more cheaply by day 
labor than contract.

The city solicitors reported having 
written J. A. Sayward & Co., drawing 
attention to their failure to live up to 
their contract to supply wood blocks 
for street paving.

No reply has been received to this 
letter, nor to one sent by the engineer 
during that afternoon, so the council 
ordered the engineer to enforce the 
terms of the contract strictly. This 
will mean the forfeiture of the 
pany’s bond if the quantity of blocks 
contracted to be delivered daily is not 
observed.

\San Francisco, Cal., June 15.—Local 
coffee and rice importera who have 
suffered by the disappearance of great 
quantities of merchandise from water- 
front warehouses may carry their in­
vestigations before the grand jury, if 
charges made by George- D Mengola, 
formerly an employee of the Haslet 
Warehouse company are found to 
have sufficient grounds.

It is estimated to-day that losses 
amounting to approximately $4fl,00a 
have been sustained daring the last 
year, and the importers who have suf­
fered are determined to sift the affair 
to the bottom. Not only has sugar 
and rice disappeared, it is claimed, but 
other articles in storage have dropped 
mysteriously out of sight.

Mengola has - intimated that many 
irregularities have occurred in the 
warehouses and his testimony has been 
taken by the investigating commis­
sion.

Winnipeg, Man., June 15.—Figures 
published to-day show a tremendous 
advance last year and this in elevator 
building in the Canadian west. At pres­
ent the capacity is- 64,000,000 bushels, 
22,750,000 being at terminal points and 
42,250,000 at interior points. Interior 
points will go over 60,000,000 before the 
close of the year.

In.Alberta the increased acreage this 
year is 50 per cent., and at the rate 
steam ploughs are breaking up land it 
will be a hundred per cent, next year. 
Wheat growing is fast supplanting the 
cattle king in southern Alberta. On the 
C. P. R. there are 975 elevators, on the 
C. N. R. 396, 46 on the G. T. P., 38 on 
smaller lines, making a total of 1,456. 
There are now 34 flour mills on the C. 
N. R. and 103 on the C. P. R„ making 
a total capacity daily of 47,000 barrels.

“I never have heard of arty," said 
Aid. Turner, “and I think this is just 
giving the collector extra work, and is 
unnecessary red tape, of which we have 
far too much. I do not see the sense 
of making provisions in by-lays which 
are ridiculous.”

The city solicitor interposed the re­
mark that the collector had asked for 
this.

“I am tired of this," declared Aid. 
Turner with emphasis. ,“It seems to 
me that the solicitor and the other of­
ficials are the people who are running 
affairs and passing these by-laws. If 
any. alderman objects to any provision 
he is told by some official or the so­
licitor that it is all right. Neither the 
solicitor nor any other official is a mem­
ber of this council.”

In the case of restaurants it is laid 
down that no goods shall be sold for 
consumption off , the premises on Sun­
day, but this does not apply to meals 
sent out.

“We have no right as a city council 
to pass such legislation as this,” Aid. 
Turner said. “I do not think even 
city solicitor will stand Up and tell us 
that we can legislate as to what shall 
and what shall not be done on the 
Lord’s Day.”

In reply to a question as to whether 
a diner could buy a smoke after his 
meal in a restaurant, the mayor said 
he supposed one could be purchased to 
be smoked there.

Aid. Turner pointed out that the 
dors of cigars and cigarettes could 
very properly object to restaurants 
having the privilege of selling tobacco 
in any form on Sunday if they were 
to be forbidden to sell. The alderman 
made the sarcastic suggestion that the 
whole by-law be referred to a lawyer 
of undoubted repute, and well known; 
a slap at the recent action of the coun­
cil in deciding to ask the opinion of 
E. P. Davis, K. C., of Vancouver, on 
the Esquimait water matter.

Mayor Hall replied that this had been 
passed on by some of the best law­
yers in the province.

There was some humorous discussion 
as to how far a man might go in the 
matter of an after-dinner smoke in a 
restaurant oh a Sunday. Can he walk 
out on the street with the unfinished 
weed between'his lips? If he buys a 
packet of cigarettes must he remain on 
the premises until he smokes 
one? These sleeping dogs will be al­
lowed to lie until someone wakes them 
after July 15th.

HUNTER FATALLYTWO KILLED IN

Attacked by Wounded 

Animal.

Naivasha, British East Africa., June 
15.—H. Williams, a member of Col. 
Roosevelt’s hunting party, 
tacked and fatally injured by a lion 
last Saturday, according to news 
brought here to-day hy a runner from 
the American ex-president’s camp. The 
runner failed to say whether or not 
Col. Roosevelt witnessed the tragedy.

Williams, an English resident of the 
Lumbwa district, is an experienced 
hunter. He was hunting with F. C. 
Selous and W. N. McMillan on Sat­
urday when attacked by the lion. He 
shot and wounded the great beast, but 
was unable to escape from its path 
when it sprang towards him.

Selous and McMililan were not within 
range , at the time but rushed to the 
scene* and killed the lion before it had 
time to tear the unfortunate English­
man to pieces.

Thfe party had hunted but little be­
fore the runner left camp and he was 
unable to say what luck was attending 
Col. Roosevelt.

Meadville, Miss., June 15.—Two men 
are dead, two perhaps fatally wounded 
and three others less seriously injur­
ed in a street Rattle here yesterday 
afternoon, caused by a bitter feud.

Portland, Ore., June 15.—-Represent­
ing capital exceeding $150,000,000 and 
quietly collecting information that will 
lead to the establishment of direct 
trade relations between Holland and 
the Pacific coast, with the completion 
of the Panama canal, J. G. Scholvick, 
president of Wigmans Bank, Amster­
dam, and G. J. M. Simons, editor of 
Telegr&af, the great paper of Holland, 
are in Portland to-day.

“We seek investment opportunities 
not only for ourselves but for otheg 
people who have commanded us to re­
present them,” said Mr. Simons at the 
Hotel Portland to-day. “Wonderful re­
ports of the unlimited resources of the 
Pacific coast country have reached us.

“As soon as the Panama canal is 
completed there will be established a 
great Dutch line of steamships making 
San* Francisco, Portland and Seattle 
their place of entry. These vessels are 
already under construction and mil­
lions of dollars are being invested $n 
them. One feature of these steamers is 
that they will have no steerage. They 
will have frrs 
partments only.

“The completion of the canal means 
that Holland’s business after that date 
will be done with the Pacific coast, in­
stead of with eastern financial agen­
cies. The eyes of the Dutch people are 
turned on this coast with the most 
intense interest.”
