Honors“for Those Who Served: in the Fenian
‘Raldg’and Red River. Cdmwpaign. .

A specialmilitia general order, dated June
7ih, has been isdued from headquarters at
Ottawa to the effect that Her Majesty has
been Fleased to approve of a general service
medal for Canada and the bestowal of
1&18ng for service in the Fenian raids of
i tion, 1870. A ‘‘medal claim ‘board”’ has
Leen formed at Ottawa to consider all ap-
plications for medals for such campaigns.

All surviving ofticers, non-commissicned
officers and men who performed active ser-
vice ‘in the field, served as guards where
an attack from the enemy was expected
or were detailed for special duty, are en-
titled to medals. All claims must be sent
to headquarters separately, those who sery-
ed in more than one campaign being re-
quired to submit an application for each.
Copies of the mnecessary forms may be ob-
t@ined by applying to district headquarters.
The form, properly tilled out and declared
before a justice of the peace, must be
sent to the senior surviving officer of the
corps to which the claimant belonged, or
should ‘there be no suech officer, t¢ the pre-
gent D.U.C. of the district in ‘which the
service which the claim is based upon was
performed.

Only one medal will be issued to any in-
dividual,~and a clasp indica¥ing the occasion
for which it is granted wili accompany it,
