. Destructive Fire a.t Newcutu.

Fira broke out on Sundny night a few
mioutes after one o’clock in a barn - con-
neoted with the dwelling and shop of Mrs.
Jane Wheeler, Newcartle. Tnere does mot
appear to have been any cause yet dis-
covered for the mishap, although it is said
dronken men were seen in the vicinity on
Sunday afternoon and evening, and it is
thought poesible that some of them might
have intruded upon the premises- and in-
dulged in smokiug and caused the fire by
the carcless use of matches. Ia whataver
way it may have stirted, however, it soon
-made sufficient headway to be very for.nid-
able, and as the steam fire engine besame
disall:d when being got ready to throw
water, and a loog time elapsed before the
hand-engine was in operation, the loés be-
came one of the most gerions the town bas
suff-red from for a long time,

It is believed that if there had been
geueral effort made by those who were early
at the fire to fight it with hand-baokets,- it
might have been sappressed, but the larger
part of the gathering crowd stood idly by,
waiting for the steam fire engine to get to
work, and by the time it was kaowan that
there was no hope of aid from that guarte-,
the fire was master of the situation.

Soon after the Wheeler prope:ty was well
on fire, the flames commaunicsated with
the Police Court and lockup and in
s few minutes more the large store of
Mr. J. Haley Phioney, dealer in hoase-
hold hardware, tinware, stoves, farnaoces,
etc. Mr. Phinoey had recently added quite
s largs building to his former large store
and wourkshop, and the combinied structures
madea big blaze. They next attacked the
store of Mr. Dinuld Morrison adjoining on
the northwe:t coraer of the Pablic Whaif,
the upper portion of which wss occupied as a
dwelliog aod workrooms by Mr. T. M,
Stewart, tailor.

From the Morrison store,the flames spread
down the Public. Wharf and across it to
the large Fire E igine House ou the opposite
corner, the upper part of which was nsed
-a8 & dwelliug by engineer Beckwith and s
family, the steam fire and hand engme bon‘g
kept 1’ the lower portion, * s

“Down the Wharf the'flimes raged in the
large t #o-storay bulling oso1pisl, oa tha.

“first floor, s a store by Mr. Jamss Randle,
flour and provision merchant and -on the
second by 3r. Donaid Morrison as a furni-
tare wareroom. Mr. Morrison had a lurge
stock of furniture in this bailding, but Mr.
Ruandle was more fortunate, He had for
some days been engaged in removing hs
stock to his new and larger premises—the
McLaggan building further down the wharf.
He had, however, about three hundred
packages of tea, some pirk and other stock
in the store which took tire and, it is need-
less to say that nearly all was barned.

Next to the Randie store was the building
opce owned and occupied by Juhn Maltby,
but, for some time, used as a dwelling and
restaurant by Mr. Patrick Regan. This
was soon ab laze. :

The Era office was next, and as the fire
approached it, the manager of the paper,
Mr. Chaadl:r, with a few helpers, worked
hard aad iatelligently. They got all the
type aod the smal] prass out, hat it seemed
asif the large press was fated tu go. Mr.
Chandier, however, got the large drum
cylinder off it by the deft use of & wrench
upon a few nute, knocked the froot out of
the building sufficiently to make an openiog
for the egrois of the hsavy bed and side
frames, and with the aid of a new rope and

willing hands working tug-of.war fashion
they ran the heavy maghine from the al-
ready barning bailding and out of dauger
upoo the whaif, Some of its emaller parte
were no doubt; injured and, perhaps, last,
but the salvage work done under Mr,
Chandler’s superintendence was perhsps the

best of the whole fire. The progress of the
fire down the wharf was stopped by the
hand-engiue at the Fra office, which how-
ever was entirely consumed, the firemen
directing their efforts to the saving of the
Louashury agricultural machivery and im
plement warehouse and office 10 whizh they
succeeded, and that buildiug as well as the
MecLaggan store and Colonel Call’s bu Lliogs
were unharmed.

While the fire was working west and

ing with Mrs. Demers’ millinery establish-
ment, and whils it was buroing the goods
were temoved from it onder the superin-
tendence of E. Lee Street, Ezq., who was
interested ag an insurance ageat and koew
what to do as sion as he lsarned that the
steam fire engive was uselzes,

Next to Mrs. Deme s’ was the saddlery
and harness shop of Mr. John Clark, from
whih the stock aod plint were removed.
By partly tearing this building down and
the gocd work of the hand-eogine, the
course of the fire eastward was arrested
“and the big Creaghan Dry Goods establish-
ment and other buildings iu that direction,
‘a8 well as across the street, were saved.

While the Morrison store and Eagine
house were burping—the flames roaring up
the towur of the letter and the heat and
live cioders being carried by the prevailing
strong wind over against the store of Mr.
Jas. B-own, the Atkinson hots!, Mer, Geo.
Stables’ store and Mr. James Mureay's resi-
doace, great effurts were required to prevent
these from iguitiog.  Fortunately, snow
bag fallen during the night and covered the
rools and a sléecy fal still prevailed, which
went far to prevent the forther epread of
the fire. 1t is believed that if any of the
buildiugs named had tikea fir>, the con-
fisgration would have become general,sad it
is not easy to judge where it would have
foached before buraing itself out.

Many epectitors of the fire were ' not
aware. during its progress how nearly it
went to gausing one death. When the
Morrison store was barning Mrs. T. M,
Stewart was go. intent upon saving her
household effects that she remained to0 long
o her rooms and was overcome by the
smoke and < heat. Fortunately, Deputy
Sueriff Irving, who knew she was in the
building, went in search of her snd foond
her prostrate on the floor up staira sar-
rounded by flames. He picked her up and
conveyed her down &tairs and out of the
building, her olothing beiog already on
tire he, himeelf, receiving burns while
eff-cting the rescue.

. Respecting the steam fire engine it may
be ssid that it had proved itssif an efficiont
one on- all ocoasions up to Sunday night.
When the fire alarm was given, engineer

| Beckwith fired the machine and got up

¢t :am where it stood, in the eng'ne house.
It was then fourd that there was som:thing
wrong. Water was low and eighty pounds
uf steam were veported and Backw th said
ithe suction woul In't work. The engine was
then run out of the house and down upon
the ice of ths elip and hare the little water
that was put in the boiler tound its way
out and Jown upon the fire in the boiler,
patting it out. The engine had evidently
been rendered uscless by tubes, whch
ire of copper, being baraed out by ths firce
ﬁre made to raise steam on iusufficient
water. Whea it is remembered that the
dng'nser’s family were in the buildiog, which
was about t) be consumed, together with
much of his household effscts, the circum-
stances were caloulated to confuse him and,
no doubt, he was, to use a familiar term,
‘‘rattled” and forgot the important duty
o! seeing that the necessary quantity of
water was in the boiler when he fired it.
P :Colonel Call had entered Mc. Pninney’s
store with its proprietor, who was unable
however to save anything owing -to his being
quite late in arriving-from his residence,
which is nearly a mile distancs. All that
couid be done was to open the safe and save
the most importint part of ite contents.
This Col. Call did and hs took out the books
and ecash, which he coaveyed to his own
residence, to which he was accompaoied by
Hon. Allan Ritchie, Mrs, Call was
natarally anxious t»hear of the fire and
she asked her husband about it, from the
head of the stairs, it being dark whers she
was at the time, as the Colonel who owns
the gas wo:ks had ordered the gis to be
shut off from the whole t>wn to prevent
accidents at t4e fire. . Whila he was telling
Mrs. Call of Mr. Phianey’s heavy loss, she
lort conscivusness and f:ll dowa stairs.
When her husband reached harshaliy in
such a position as t) canvey the impression
that her neck was broken. As soon as the
family was brought to her aid and it was
koown that she*had not beea k lled, Messrs.
Call aod Ritchie went in search of Dr,
Nicholson ani Mr. Ritchie scon found him
and he went to Mra. Call’s aid, tinding that
she had sprained one of her arms very
severely, and sustained a serious ehock.
Mecasrs. Morrison and Phianey were heavi-
est losers by the fire, although the losses of
all who were burned out were considerable.
All the buildioge burned, cxcepting those
owned by Mr. Poianey, were upon land
belonging to the Maaicipality but held un-
der long-term leases. Mr, Phinney had ac-
quired the laod on. which his buildings
stood by purchase from ths Firewards of
the Town of Newcastle.
