Successful Experiments Made by Two
American Negroes.

Therg is an interesting fact in the
industrial development of Germany
which has a direct bearing upon an
important social problem in the Units
el States. The German textlle manu-
facturers are dependent upon the Un-
ited States for raw cotton, although in
the German possessions In Africa there
is an immense area capable of pro-
ducing that staple,

German agents at the Paris Exposi-
tion, having observed the exhibit of
the Tuskegee Industrial Institute, ap-
plied to Booker Washington for expert
negro planters to teach the natives
how to farm the land. Mr. Washing-
ton recommended two of his gradu-
ates, named Harris and Calloway.
They were sent to Africa, and have
been there about eighteen months, !
during which time they have not only
demonstrated their own usefulness,
but have shown that it is possible to
grow cotton, corn, peanuts and other
important staples by the aid of native
African labor. The report of their
first year's observations is very inter-
esting, the possibilities are enormous,
and promise a wide field of labor for
negro emigrants from the southern
part of the United Btates.

The ocolonies of southern negroes
which Bishop Turner and others have
sent to Liberia have failed because
that republic is destitute of capital
and has an excess of labor, The im-
migrants who have gone there from
the United States have found no op-
portunities of employment, and mno
market for the produce raised by_l
their own labor. In the German Afri-
can possessions the situation is ro-|
versed. An abundance of capital can |
be furnished by the manufactiirers or’
Germany, but the native labor is ig- |
norant and incompetent, and therefore
useless without intelligent direction
from experienced men. Germany now
imports nearly $400,000,000 of raw cot- |
ton from the United States and other
foreign countries, hence the induce-
ment to develop the industry upon fts |
own soll may be appreclated. . i

The Leéger concrs in
these views. It is true that ‘when
congress was prevailed upon to ap-
propriate for a new mint building thepe
was an understanding that the Chest-
nut street site should be sold to re«
coup the treasury for the expense of
sthe new institution. 'Without such an
understanding, it is doubtful whether
congress would have made the appro-
priation, as there existed considerable
jealousy against Philadelphia. Under
present conditions, however, it is pos-
sible to withdraw the old mint from
sale, and yet maintain the spirit of the
understanding respecting the compen-
sation to the treasury for the expense
of the new mint.

The fact is that both the Custom
House and Postoffice buildings are in-
adequate for the purposes to which they
are now put. In particular, the ca-
pacity of the Postoffice building is ov-
ertaxed” by the various governmental
departments that occupy its cham-
bers. It will be necessary for congress
in the near future to acquire addition-
al room, perhaps to rebuild extensively
on the Custom House site, unless the
old mint structure be retained and
used as quarters for such agencies as
the pension office, the internal revenue
office or the like. It would be good
policy to transform the old mint build-
ing into its former self by the remov-
al of the architectural botches that
disfigure it, and maintain it fore ~r,
not merely as an orrament, but as tn.
habitation of govesnment agencies
now huddied together elsewhere.

RHGULATIONS of the Local I
for the District of the City
of ‘8t. John,

QUARANTINE OF HOUSES.

I. Whenever through the existence ol
smallpox in this district this Board decm it
advisable to order and shall order the quar-
antine of any dwelllng or place within this
district, such dwelling or place shall there-
upon be quarantined and a notice stating
that such disease is in, or is suspected to be
in, said dwelling or place shall be posted on
or near such dwelilng or place, and thereupon
and thereafter until such quarantine is re-
moved by this Board no inmate of such
dwelling or place sball go outside of such
place, or in case of a dwelling shall go be-
yond the lot on which such dwelling is situ-
ated, or in any case put himself or herselt
in proximity to any one outside thereof, and
no person other thag such inmates shall en-
ter into raid dwelling, place or lot, or come
near to an inmate thereof

1I. Whenever any health officer or guard
appointed by or acting on behalf of the
Board shall deem it necessary or expedient
for the better enforcement of any regula-
tion of this boArd he may from time to time
gecure any and all means of ingress or egress
of any dwelling or place containing a quaran-
tined persom by such fastenlngs as may be
necessary to preévent ingress or egress
to or from such dwelling or place.

II1. Articles which are necessary for the
inmates shall be Jaid down at the entrance
to such dwelling or place and not other-
wise.

1V. No article shall be removed from said
dwelling or plage without the permission of
this Board.
