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A RUSSIAN

SOLDIER TO HIS WIFE.

Rabbi Rabinowitz Tells How the Officers Enriched
Themselves at the Expense of the Men in
The Ranks---How Snap Was Made Known

(Written for the Star by Dr. Rabirf-
owitz.)
Novagarod, Tuesday, December 2nd.
Dearest Anna:—VYesterday evening
we arrived at Novagarod where our
company of new recruits is to be sta-

tioned for the present. We were at
once taken to a large barn-like build-
fng and were told to make ourselves as
comfortable as we could. We tried
hard to comply with theee, our firsi,
orders, but did not succeed very well,
ae there is no other furniture in the
place. than a number of bare board
cots fixed to the walls, and no bedding
at all other than the clothes we have
on ourselves. Nevertheless we did
not allow the blues to take hold of us,

but on the contrary many of ug were:

in such good spirits that the building
soon echoed and re-echoed with strains
of hearty song. Our supper consisted
of a reddish kind of rye bread, which
tvas dealt out to us in half loaves, and

a greyish mess of pulp which was nei-

ther porridge nor pudding. Maxim
Serchoff christened our supper at once
“red brick and mortar.” Before bed-
time a red-nosed officer entered and re-
cited with us a prayer for the life of
the tsar. No word was said for our
own lives, and Maxim whispered in
my ear that this is as it ought to be,
since the poor tsar needs our prayers
most. . . . ' .

Novagarod, December 15th.
. Dearest Anna:—Today we have been
taken out for the first time to the drill-
tng grounds. As all new recruits are
supposed to be fitted out with their
first uniforms at their own expense, the
great majority of our company are still
wearing the clothes which they 'had
on when they left home, and a speckled
and spotted herd of animals they ap-
peared ‘indeed. There were some Li-
thuanians with sheep-shin coats and
huge red shawls on their necks; there
were Poles in tight fitting little jackets,
which made them look for all the world
like those German dcrobats that visit-
ed our town last fall; there were some
Russians whowe fingers seemed to be
all thumbs, and who resembled close-
/1y .the: figures on the tablets dug from
Assyrian ruins; there were also some
Jews who kept on mumbling the psalms
of David between orders, and some di-
munitive Finns, who looked like tin
soldiers on the shelves of a toy shop.
Maxim Serchoff laughed so much that
he could hardly keep himself in line.
But the climax was yet to come when
the drilling part was-begun.” Every
téen of us were given in charge of a
“Dyadky” (father), whose distinction

congidted in the fact that he entered

the army a couple of years previous
to the new recruits. We were told to
honor and obey this new father with
the eame reverence that is due to the
genfune kind, and if sflénéd mean# eon-
‘ﬁ:nt it seems that our company readi-
Jy assented, . Next came, the @istribu-
tion of rifles, which was“well worth
Wwitnessing. When a rifle wpag handed
to arLithuonian chi;took held: af it by
the muzzle with butt Tésting on the
‘mround in:front of Hine ¥ thePashion
of a plow; the Jews touched it first
with thelr Iittle  fingers "to s If 1t
would net' explade; the.whité Russians
held it aloft butt fotward, as if pre-
paring to cleave wood; while the Poles

held it close to ‘their breaste a¥’ a'mo--

ther does her baby. I will not weary
you with a description of our drill ex-
ercissp on.that day, suffice it to say
that theré were only twenty-five cas-
ualties in our company that day, most-
ly eyes goaged out by the next man’s
muskets. and ankles sprained by fall-
ing over one another; but the Dyadkies
said that we did remarkably well (I
suppose that we came back alive).
Npvagarod, January 5th.
PDearest Anna:—Today we donned our
new uniforms for the first time and we
felt in them more like a polar expedi-

"tton party than soldiers of the tsar.

In pictures and illustrations I was al-
ways used to admire the military out-
fits of the Russian infantry as super-
for to those of any other nation, by the
full, ankle-length of the great-coats,
high-peaked tam-o’-shanters, and large
sized arms, but when I was harnessed
in one of these myself I felt like little
David when Saul put upon him his own
coat of mail and helmet of brass. Some
Rusgian historiane make a boast that
Russian soldfers have never turned
their backs on the enemy, well, with
this monster uniform on I am inclined
to belleve that there is a great deaf of
truth in their aseertioh. I ‘found it
hard myself to stir, not to speak of
turning my back and running. We
were told by the Dyadky that the great-
coats must be worn summer and win-
ter, but that on very hot days we are
privileged to omit the under-shirt from
our dresging equipment. Didn’'t Max-
im Serchoff laugh? ‘“Why,” said he
poking me in the ribs, ‘“this is like
starting out peeling an apple from the
core.”

~ Novagarod, June 13th.
Dearest Anna:—Yesterday I was ap-
pointed one of the ‘“Kashovars” (the
porridge cooking squad) with the re-
sult that my appetite for ‘kasha” (a
kind of thick porridge which consti-
tutes the chief menu in Russian mili-
tary camps) has vanished, I am afraid,
for all time. I tell you the sight was
enough to turn the stomach of an
elephant. First of all, a monster cop-
p>> cauldron was suspended from an
fron bar, which was supported by two
heavy posts driven into the open
ground of the court-yard adjoining our
barracks. Next several hogsheads of
water and as many sacks of coarse
meal, which had a striking resemblance
to common bran, were turned into the
cauldron. When these preliminaries
were completed, about two dozen bare
arms set to work mixing the flour and
water together. This was not all yet.
Before the decoctlon was ready a hea-
vy rain began to fall and in order to
save the paste from becoming too thin

several of the kasha-cooking company
threw their great-coats over the caul-
dron. This was enough for my dinner
that day. But you need not worry for
me, my dearest. I found out lately
ithat a few kopecks put in the hand
, of the Dyadky will do wonders in the
‘culinary line and thanks to thie dis-
covery I have the pick of the military
larders. Today I dined on the very
same good things that were served to
the colonel of our regiment, and I came
..to the conclusion that not all military
rations are made up of ‘‘red brick and
mortar.”

! Novagarod, July 22nd.
| Dearest Anna:—I have just finished
| & two hours’ salute to our colonel, and
;#ny right -hand is almost palsied from
being held to my cap for that length
of time. “How has this happened?”
Why, very simple. I was walking
along Petrovsky street, when I noticed
the colonel advancing on the other side-
walk from an opposite direction. I im-
mediately wheeled round, presented
arms and saluted, awaiting him to mo-
tion me away by word or nod in ac-
porda.nce with cur military code. But
alas! he passed on without as much as
roticing me. Whether this was done
by malice or oversight I cannot tell,
but one thing I knew, and that was
that I must not budge until he, or some
j other officer of equal rank, shall hap-
yben to pass by and absolve me from
- this undeserved penance. I gained thie
bitter experience by the mishap of one
of our comrades, who was given a
twenty-four hours’ vacation in the dark
room for just such a slip as I was now
anxious to avoid. Well, there I stood
for two hours glued to the spot like
the bronze statue of Yermak on our
market place until 3 drunken colonel of
dragoons happened to shuffle by and I
. had to kick him before he motioned me
away. Whew! it was a terrible or-
deal; worse tban the March manoeu-
vres when the new commander made
us wade in our long umniforms almost
, to the neck in the ice-cold water of a
creek. He sald it was to test our die-
cipline, and when he was told after-
:wnrd that some of us had developed
; bneumonia, he said coolly that it is bet-
| ter that some should dle of pneumonia
at home than that they should refuse
.to wade a river, at a critical moment
and die of an enemy’s bullets on the
battle-fleld. This is what.I call a dis-
ciplinarian! You ought to.see him, He
holds himself so stiff that Maxim Ser-
choff says he is sure there is an iron
epike running from the nape of his
neck through his spine way down to
his boots.

Novagarod, August 1st.

Dearest Anna:—You may congratu-
late me, I have meen elevated to the
dignity of instructor for one of the
classes in our military school (insti-
tuted for the education of the rank
and file.) However, if I am not mis-
taken my usefulness in this capacity
will be short lived. Today I was about
te take charge of my clags, and so I
went up to the superintendent’s office

to .ask  for some text-books and
writing material, but when that
personage listened to my errand, he

burst out in_an uncontrollable fit of
lai ghter. “Text-books indeed!” he said,
after he recovered his self-possession,
Db you intend to start out teaching
the Lithuanian farmers how to spell
‘cat?” Ha, ha, ha. Well, John, you
ought to know better than that. All
we want them to learn is to be able to
recite the list of the royal family, and
to address the officers of the various
grades by their proper titles.” “I beg
Your pardon, your honor,” said I, with
some vehemence, “If this is all the edu-
cation you wish to give them you will
permit me to resign my office of in-
structer before I commence to dis-
charge its duties.”” ‘“Resign your of-
fice?”’ he shouted, opening his eyes
wide with astonishment, “Where did
you learn that phrase? Was it at some
nihilistic meeting? There are no ‘of-
fices’ and no ‘resignations’ here! There
is only duty and obedience in this
place. You have been appointed to
teach class F. and teach you shall un-
til you are relieved.”

Not on account of the teaching busi-
ness which I referred to in my last let-
ter; this has ended in a complete vic-
tory for myself, i, e.,, I have been re-
lieved from my undesirable office with-
+out much ado. B:ut therz i~ another
trouble much more serious than this,
Last week our regiment was reviewed
by the general of division. A eouple of
days before his coming our colonel
paid us a visit at the barracks in the
company of two ‘“denchiks” (Every of-
ficer from the highest to the Ilowest
has a right to employ one or more sol-
diers, according to rank, as valets or
personal attendants:. These are called
“Denchiks.” Owing to the double su-
rperiority of the employer as both mas-
ter and officer, the position of a ‘‘den-
chik” {s really that of a slave of the
most dependent type. Each of these
denchiks was bending under the bur-
den of two heavily loaded baskets which
proved to be well stocked with tempt-
ing rolls of white bread. (White bread

is considered quite a delicacy among

the provincial people of Russia, rye-
bread forming the staple food because
of its comparative cheapness), a num-

ber of bottles of vodka and dozens of

raw-herring (a2 Russian national dish).
“John!” said Maxim pulling my sleeve,
“there is a storm ahead, or our colonel
would not be taking all this trouble to
send his bread upon the water.” Well,
Maxim was right this time. After the
rolls had been passed round to all
hands, ané the spirits of the boys rose,

MRS. CHADWICK’S TRIAL

Will Close Today—She is Very Ner-
vous—Counsel and Judge

Cross Swords,

CLEVELAND, O., March 10.—Satur-
day will see the close of the present |
trial of Mrs. Chadwick, and the case |
probably will be given to the jury some
time during the afternocn. Just be-
fore adjournment Judge Taylor an-
nounced that it was his intention to |
ke®p at the present case until it is fin-

ished, and he directed that all other
court business be passed ur:til Monday
morning. .
The entire day was given over to
arguments, half of the total number
having been disposed of. These, how-
ever, were but the light artillery, and
the oratorical siege guns will open in
the morning. Assistant District Attor- ‘
ney Thomas H. Garry spoke in . the |
morning and Judge Wing, for Mrs."
Chadwick, took up all of the afternoon I
|

with the exception of one half hour
just before adjournment, which wasi
taken by J. P. Dawley, senior counsel
for the defense, who is to deliver the
main argument for Mrs. Chadwick.
After him will come District Attorney
Sullivan, who will close for the gov-
ernment. .

It was a trying day for Mrs. Chad-
wick, and her pale face and nervous
manner showed that the strain of the |
trial is telling on her. During the
greater part of the afternoon she sat
back in her chair as if greatly ex-
hausted. The attack made by Mr.
Garry upnn her financial methods dis-
turbed her greafly. When he showed |
the jury by her own checks that with-
out having any money in the bank she
had secured loans amounting to $187,-
000, and $104,000 of it in one day, when

legally loan to one person Was but
$6,000, the prisoner sank back in her
chair as If she believed that the state-
ments of the attorney must have great
effect on the minds of the jurymen..

She was greatly discouraged at the
time of the midday adjournment, and
said:

“I have about givern up all hope. I |
haven’t any chance in this court.”

During the afternoon, when her own
attorneys were making arguments, she
brightened up.

Judge Wing, in speaking for Mrs. |
Chadwick, elaborated at length the |
theory held by the®defense from, the |
beginning of the trial, that Mrs. Chad- |
wick could not be guillty of conspiracy
because she had not entered any pre-
arrangement to commit an offense. |
Whether or not she did commit the
cffense, he said, was not the peint at
issue. The claim of the governihent
was that she had agreed with Spear to
certify checks. She had procured their
certification, but she had not arranged
for it prior to the time of asking that
the checks be certified. :

This assertion brought on a colloquy
between the attorney and Judge Tay-

lor which at times bordered on the
psychological.
“Supposing,” said the judge, “that |

Before the |
cashier agrees to certify, he decides in |
his own mind that he will certify, and |
for an instant before he performs the
act of certification, the mind of the
man who asked the certification and |

: Quartz in Ross-shire.

LONDON, Mar, 9.—The discovery
of a rich gold-bearing quartz is repogh
ed to have been made amid the wild
mountains of Kintail, in Ross-shire.

It is to the discernment of a Ger-
man scientist who was on a geologi«
cal expedition that the dlscovery,
should it be substantiated, will be due.

Two experienced miners have been
engaged for some days in working a
vein which is sald to be of fabulous
richness. The vein has been proved to
run for a distance of over ninety feet
into the hillside.

The miners, who have had experi-
ence of gold-mining in various parts
of the world, say that the further the '
lode goes the richer it becomes.

Specimens have been taken showing
a percentage of pure gold amounting
to 3 1-2 per cent. Other specimens of -
auriferous quartz have been picked up:
in the neighborhood, showing varying
percentages of gold. :

Great excitement has been caused
in the district by the discovery, and '
the wildest rumors are current, but
no properly authenticated assays hava

| yet been obtained.

Previous discoveries of gold in the
Highlands have  proved to be of little
or no practical value. In the neigh-
boring county of Sutherland, discover-
ies of alluvial gold have been made
from time to time. At Kildonan, in
particular, the find had all the appear-
ance of being a valuable one, and wae
: worked by the inhabitants for several
months, but eventually operations had
to be abandoned, owing to the gold
running down.
