Synopsis of Canadian North-
west Land Regulations

Any persen who is the sole head of
a family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter-section of
available Dominion land in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli-
cant must app~ar in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency
for the district. Entry by proxy may
be made at any agency, on certain
conditions, by father. mother, son
daughter, brother or sister of intend-
ing homesteader.

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his horaestead on
a farm of at least 80 acres sdlely own-
ed and occupied by him or by his
father, miother, son, daughter, brother
or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing oy pre-empt a quar-
ter-section alonxsiae mis homestead.
Price $3.00 per acre. I sties.—Must re-
fide six months in ea‘h of six years
rrom date of homestea) entry (includ-
ing the time required to earn home-
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres
extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted
his homestead right ard cannot obtain
a pre-emption may téde a purchased
homestead in certain d@istricts.

FERNIE, Aug. 16.—Many of the
miners who were burned out at Fernie
last year lost their all again in a fire
which destroyed a portion of the town
of Coal Creek last night. The fire
broke out about six o'clock in the
basement of the miners’ club house
and when checked had destroyed more
than $150,000 worth of property and
twenty-two buildings. A call for help
was sent to the fire department here
and a train with General Manager
Hurd, Supt. Simister and others, was
soon on the line. Later it returned
for more hose and narrowly misséd
running down a hand car heavily
laden with men on the way to the fire.

Coal Creek town is built along each
side of the Creek, that portion on the
north side being much higher than the
south part. All the houses were of
wood and very inflammable, and as
the wind was blowing up the Creek,
the flames ate their way along the
string of houses with nothing to stop
them save blowing up of several
buildings in the immediate path of the
fire. ‘The south side, where the water
pressure was more adequate, was
saved.
