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WOMAN SUFFRAGE. Iff !PEE Of 0011 Don't Run 

Away With
:It would appear that the vigorous agitation In favor 

of woman1* suffrage which has been In progress In 
England for the last two years, has not been without 
Its effect upon Mr. Asquith, the Prime Minister. R* 
plying recently to a delegation from the National Anti- 
Suffrage League he admitted that he had been converted 
to woman suffrage, and he was not sure, he added, that 
the proceedings of the last two years had not strength­
ened his views on this subject.

It can well be imagined that this news will be 
received with much satisfaction in the camp of the suf­
fragettes, who. on more than one occasion, have made 
the Premier's life a burden to him. His colleagues lu 
the cabinet, who are still unconverted, will probably 
view Mr. Asquith’s admissions with mixed feelings. The 
treatment that cured him was remarkably strenuous. 
They may be Inclined to argue that further application 
ought not to be encouraged.

Mr. Asquith was visited on the same day by two 
deputations, one from the National Union of Women's 
Suffrage, and the other from the National Autl-Suffrage 
League. The former requested that the government 
grant facilities for the second reading of the women's 
suffrage conciliation bill Introduced by David James 
Shackletou, Labor member for Lancashire, who is in 
favor of universal suffrage.

The Premier told this deputation that the prospecta 
of the bill passing Parliament were exceedingly remote, 
but he had listened most sympathetically to their argu­
ments and would have great pleasure in submitting the 
matter to his colleagues in the Cabinet, whose decision, 
he hoped, would not be unduly delayed.

The conciliation bill provides that every woman pos­
sessed of a household qualification or of a £10 occupation 
qualification shall be entitled to be registered as a voter, 
and, when registered, to vote for the county or borough 
in which the qualifying premises are situated. A wo­
man shall not be disqualified by marriage for being re­
gistered as a voter, provided that a husband and wife 
shall not both be qualified on the strength of the same 
property.

The speakers for the anti-suffrage deputation, who 
included the Duchess of Montrose and Mrs. Humphrey 
Ward, the novelist, said they thought It would be a 
great misfortune if Mr. Shackletou’s bill became a law. 
They said that they could not but regard with terror 
the thought that Imperial interests and the questions 
of peace and war might pass into the hands of a majority 
of women. They also appealed to the Prime Minister 
m behalf of the race which, they declared, it was their 
first duty to rear.

It was in reply to this delegation that Mr. Asquith 
spoke of his change of heart, and he was careful to 
add that he was speaking individually and not for the 
government.

It is Interesting to note that the arguments put for­
ward by the anti-suffrage delegation were in direct op­
position to statements which have been advanced by other 
opponents of the movement. The ladles headed by the 
Duchess of Montrose and Mrs. Humphrey Ward assumed 
that women, once given the vote, would dominate the 
country. They regarded with terror the idea that ques­
tions of Imperial interest might pass into the hands of 
a majority of women. On the other hand it has fre­
quently been argued that if women were enfranchised 
they would soon cease to take advantage of the privilege; 
that, after the novelty had worn off. they would either 
neglect to be enrolled or, even if their names were on 
the lists, neglect to go to the polls.

Looking at the results in New Zealand, where women 
have now taken part in six general elections, it would 
appear that neither argument is justified. There has 
been no political upheaval there due to the extension of 
the franchise, and the returns show that women have 
taken advantage of the privilege In substantially the 

; same proportion as the men. In 1908 there were 294,000 
men on the rolls, of whom 238,000 voted and 56,000 ab­
stained; and there were 243,000 women enrolled, of 
whom 190,000 voted and 53,000 abstained.

If there is one subject more than another on which 
women might be expected to hold strong opinions it 
is the cause of temperance. Yet in New Zealand no 
great wave of prohibition has swept over the country, 
it is said that women’s votes have «been a great help 
in restricting licenses, but there has been no instant 
and automatic addition to the restrlctionists’ forces and 
tin fight has been slow and stubborn.

A determined effort to raise the standard of politics 
might well be looked for. In New Zealand it ha,s not 
materialized. Observers on the spot have expressed 
the opinion that if anything there have been signs of 
deterioration since women exercised the franchise. The 
"boss'' and the “machine" >^ith their attendant evils, 
are recent developments and women’s votes have neither 
helped nor retarded the movement.

It would seem from the experience of New Zealand 
that no great change may be looked for from the ex­
tension of the franchise. In some respects it would be 
an influence for good, and. there is no doubt, it would 
make a large number of discontented ladies happy.
