The Scandinavian sailed from Eng­
land on December 31 last, and tflio 
troops embarked that afternoon. De­
pendents came aboard earlier, but 
there was much confusion as to ber­
thing them. On this point Col. The» 
main reports:

"Among the dependents there was 
a great deal of misunderstanding and 
confusion. Some had booked third 
class with the understanding that 
they would travel first: others book­
ed first class and were put in third

As to the accommodation and at­
tention given to the dependents, wo­
men and children, the report goes on

^Accommodation offered to third 
class dependents was anything! but 
satisfactory, for their comfort during 
the stormy weather, which lasted for 
six days. The majority were women 
and little children from three months 
upwards. As the women were terri­
bly sick they were unable to look 
after either themselves or their 
children, and the staff of stewards, 
stewardesses and nurses was lament­
ably Inadequate to deal with condi­
tions. The cituation was partially re­
lieved by details from other ranks. 
Tliis arrangement \yas' not altogether 
satisfactory, ns the men were called 
upon to look after women whose con­
dition demanded the full attention of 
nurses."

The food served was satisfactory, 
aside from a few minor complaints, 
at the beginning of the voyage,which 
were immediately remedied.
Tremain reports, however, that there 
was no preparation for feeding very 
small children, and that consequently 
they®uttered considerable discomfort.

It is also stated that the hospital 
was too small.

Ottawa, Jan. 15 .-‘-Fifteen hundred 
Canadian soldiers, who were reported 
as missing and presumably dead, have 
been located in Germany, says the 
Ottawa Journal, since the armistice 
was signed. Most of these have been 
missing since the batlje of Ypres, and 
have long since been given up as dead. 
The German authorities have never re­
ported them, and their mail was never 
received.

A report, on the whole question is 
being prepared, but it is presumed 
that these prisoners must have been 
confined In certain camps, where the 
German officers were particularly bru­
tal and cruel, or else the men were 
recalcitrant, and the Germans, An re­
taliation, refused to report them, con­

Fredericton, N.B., Jan. 15.—It is 

probable that Hon. E. A. Smith, Min­
ister of Lands and Mines, at an early 
date, wi^l Lake up with the Canadian 
National Hallways the matter of bet­
ter fire protection for forests along 
the various linos of railway operated 
by the Dominion Government. Up to 
tne present lime the Canadian Govern­
ment Hallways have not come under 
the Railway Commission in thé mat­
ter of fire protection, with the result 
that the number of fires, along the 
Intercolonial and other Government 
operated lines has been greatly in ex­
cess of that of fires along the C.P.R. 
and other privately owned railways, 
which are required by the Railwpv 
Commission to provide protection to 
the forest lands through which their 
lines run.

At present there is a moat Illogical 
situation facing the federal govern 
ment, through one department requir 
mg railways to provide adequate pro­
tection against tire, originating from 
locomotives, and in another permit­
ting the National Railways to go with­
out providing ffre protection of any 
adequate kind.

Army be Demobilized Im­
mediately and Given Em­
ployment.

Ontario to Conduct the Pro­
vincial Liquor Business, 
Thus Doing Away With 
Present Abuses.

Ottawa, Jnn. 16.—The following do- 
«patch has been received from Fred 
James, official correspondent with the 
Canadian Corps, dated from Bonn, 
Germany:

"The Canadian front line east of 
tlm Rhine, is threaded through a sec­
tion of remarkably beautiful country, 
so peaceful nml prosperous in'appear- 
ance that it is hard to reconcile it 
with war, and yet, in a scml-circie 
belt, measuring approximately 30 kilo­
metres from the Hohenzollern bridge 
head at Cologne, a state of war does 
exist, and much of the machinery for 
waging war Is distributed over the 
area Tho territory that borders on 
the neutral belt, which extends for 
about six miles in width, is held by 
sentries and by armed patrols, whose 
passage of duty takes them up hill 
and down dale, through woods and 
open farm lands. At strategic points 
a machine gun or more cover* all ap­
proaches and behind them batteries of 
field guns and howitzers lurk, ready 
for immediate action if need be. 
pc ilcy of watchfulness Is maintained 
day and night, and, as in the old days 
of actual fighting, battalions in (he 
line are supported in their rear by 
sister units

Tlie troops are billeted in the vil­
lages scattered across the country, 
some in humble hom&s, others 
pretention)» eatabli•liftent», 
of the privates with huge canopied 
beds to sleep in, with real linen sheèts 
and all-wool blankets to cover them, 
so necessary after a long life in the 
trenches.

In contrast, wit* Bonn there seems 
to be no lack of food in the settle - 
mente where I visited. Geese, fowl, 
and dnicks are plentiful at every 
farmhouse, where I saw good horses 
everywhere and herds of cattle graz­
ing in the pasturelands.

ASK WHOLESALER 
TO PAY THE TAXLondon, Jan. 15.—The Southport 

Miners' Federation has unanimously 
adopted a ree.lution demanding that 
miners in tho British army be demo­
bilized immediately and given employ­
ment. The resolution also asks that 
those disabled In the war be paid the 
wage* which they would have earned 
if they had not been hurt, and that 
those totally unfit be trained for oth­
er work at the expense of the gov­
ernment The resolution concludes 
by asking that six hour days be sub- 
fitituted for the present eight hour 
day.

Toronto, Jan. 15.—The Ontario gov­
ernment haa decided to take over the 
liquor business of this province. The 
seven liquor agencies, that are now 
In operation under the auspices of the 
government, will be abolished, and the 
government hopes that this change 
will do away with present abuses, 
while under the nexy plan customers 
will bo ensured of a supply of puro 
liquor. *At the same time private gain 
will be eliminated. Sir Wm. Hearst. 
the premier, made this interesting an­
nouncement today.

At the same time he made it clear 
that it Is not the intention of the gov­
ernment to take a vote on the Ontario 
temperance act in June of this year, 
as provided in the aot. Instead tho 
vote will be taken as soon as practic­
able after the return of the soldiers.

London, Jan. 15.—The Central News 
declared that, as a result of the allied 
discussion in Paris, the whole aspect 
of demobilization has undergone a 
sudden and vital change, this being 
shown in the drastic condition» de­
manded of Germany for a renewal of 
tlie armistice.

"On authority of an unpeachable 
character," says the Central News, it 
can be stated that a situation exists 
in Europe, under which war may break 
out again at any moment. The Allied 
War Council has arrived at a decision 
which means that the British people 
have mistaken the appearance of 
pence for a reality, 
means that the new British ministry 
must revise the whole scheme of army 
demobilization.

"Tlie decision is that Great Britain, 
in proportion to its military strength, 
must maintain an army of occupation 
on the Rhine front fay many months. 
If the rapid increase in demobilization, 
recently announced, were continued, 
there would, In a few months, be no 
army In France to undertake the obli­
gations, which by common decision of 
tlie Allies, have b§en placed upon Bri­
tish shoulders." p

London, Jan. 16—In the absence of 
a definite policy from the Allies con­
cerning the manner In which Germany 
shall make compensation for the de­
pendents of submarine victims among 
seamen, the executive committee of 
the International Federation of 8ea- 
farers has evolved a plan by which 
the officials hope to force tho Peace 
Conference to act. The committee 
has called an International conference 
in London, on February 24th, at hlch 
the British delegates will present a 
resolution providing that the seamen 
will not man any ships going to or 
coming from an enemy country until 
the proper compensation is agreed 
upon.

J. Havelodc Wilson, president of the 
International Beamert's Union, said
to the Associated Press t

"It seems that the British states­
men, and those of other nations, have 
been too busy to think of the seamen 
in preparing for the conference, so 
we will take the matter into our own 
hand* in the hope of emphatically 
bringing to the notice of the peace 
delegates the necessity for taking 
care of our people.

"1 have no doubt that the confer­
ence will adopt a resolution providing 
that no food shall go to Germany 
until these dependents are compen­
sated."
