London, Dec. 5—Edward John Eyre,
who was governor of Jamaica and its de-
pendencies, 1862-66, and who put down the
mutiny of the negroes, is dead. He was
born in 1815.

Governor Eyre’s administration of
Jamaica was bitterly assailed in England

by Thomas Carlyle, and the special com-
mission avhich was sent to the island to
‘investigate the matber found that praise
was due to Governor Eyre for the skill,
promptitude and vigor he displayed in
suppressing the insurrection, but they coa-
demned the prolongation of martial law
and ‘excessive punishments inflicted.. Gow-
ernor Eyre was suspended from office. The
action brought against him in the English
law courts ended in his favor.

Women will be forced ultimately to
reduce housekeeping to a syttem—a thing
‘they have never done up to this time—to
make fixed! rales for sgervice, to define the
duties of cmployees clearly and accurately,
and to exagt tha full performance of such
daties as the terms of a contract are en-
forced '

Oa the other hand, the rights of the em-
ployees will have to be respected—their re-
ligion, hous of leisure, their feelings as hu-
man beings- and proper equipment for
their work provided. In thé meantime
present chaotic conditions will probably
prevail. There will e ntinue to be mis:
tresses who casnot. see the difference be-
tween courtesy and failiarity, gracious
kindliness and intimacy, others who will
so sentimentally ‘‘respect the burden” that
they will fail in gelf respect, justice to
their families and common honesty of re-
lstions, ‘

There is a stern fact which there is no
“getting around.” As employers, or in
any other relation io iife, we enjoy, in the
long run, just the degree of- respect which
we inspire; no leas, no more.  If we are
judicious, strong and fair we shall even now
find appreciative, willing and intelligent
servants, for there are such, and they are
looking for the right places.

I am asked such questions as, ‘‘What is
the proper uniform for & domestic?” “‘Does
a properly-dressed se'vant wear a cap?’ etc.
Such questions point to the very root of our
domestic confusion. Our national habit of
trying to appear as individuals more pros-
perous than wé really are has led to—well,
one might say, almost to the bartering of
our happiness.

The weak desire to mak3 one servant ap-
pear as two or m-re makes no end of trouble
in the relations between employer and em-
ployed. Convention has quite definitely
prescribed the duties and dress for the spe-
cial offices of & household, but the general
servant (and the househclds having one out-
number those - having more by thousands),
should not be expected to wear either
“uniform” or cap Is there nota comical
incongruity in a properiy-uniformed parlor
maid runzing forth with the garbage, scrub-
bing the back steps or building the kitchen
fire?

A neat wash dress, ‘‘tidy” hair, white
apron for waiting on the table, going to the
door and for work through the house, wi'h
a big colored apron for the kitchen, should
satisfy any woman fer her single servant.
A eglovenly servant is a reflection on her
employer, just as simplicity in the dress of
the single servant and the self-helpful habits
of a household bespeak dignity.

So in the ‘serving at table. Where there
is but one servant to both cook and serve a
dinner it is absurd to have everything serv-
ed from a side table. I have dined at ta-
bles where such sn order of things was in
force, and have waited until the salad
course for a piece of bread, not wishing to
embarrass my ho tess by asking for it, and
the siog e maid not having time bef<re that
point to pass it. In such a househoid the
soup should be served and the water pourcd
before dinner is announced, and the bread
should be on the table from first to last—
until dess rt.

At the family table there is even a prc-
priety in the vegetables being placed be-
fore the mistress of the household for serv-
ing, and if coff-e is to be made, ora pud-
ding sauce to be prepared (which is too deli-
Pcate to stand after making), there is no rea”
gon why the single maid should not be ex-
cused from passiog the plates for meat and
vegetables, and such an occasion is one
which might wisely be improyed to teach
children courteous helpfuloess and grace of
manner.

Convention has not failed to prescribe the
dress of sarvants filling the various offices
in & household where work is by necessity,
specialized. The preee & ruling is as fol’
lows: Cook, & fresh, light gingham dress,
with spron of the same material. Parlor
maid or waitress, for morning wear & Darrow
blue and white striped dress (seersucker
gingham), small round, fiat cap, with lace

ruffles snd r arrow black ribbon, with small
bow to left of front, bib-apron, white turn-
over collar, black bow tieand turnback cuffa
three inches deep; for afternoon and evening

in cold weather, black dress with cuffs, col. -

lar, apron and cap, as in the morning.
Housemaid for upsta’rs, striped dress, oap,
collar and cuffs like the parlor maid, apron
with or without bib, as preferred; in after-
noon, same change as parlor maid.

Afternoon duties, sewing, and to assish
as waitress at dinner where there are more
than six at table, Nurse, stripes, nurse’s
cap (crown andfwith or without strings),
long white apron (sometimes scalloped)
w thout bib, small turnover collar, straight
cuffs; no change for afternvon. For the
street, the same, with plain black jacket in
winte, and black hat without feathers.
Lady’s maid, plain black dress, white collar
and cuffs, tprcn only when necessary.
Butler, dark sack suit until 6o’cloek, then
dress suit with black- waistcoat; clean®
ghaven, Valet, sack suit (derk); smooth
face. Coachman and footman, pepper and
salt sack suit about the stable; on duty,
livery, its style and color a matter of taste.

Since Thomas Jefferson’s time Americans
have looked askance at livery, condemning
it as unrepubliean; but a plain dark blue,
green or plum suit may be entirely unosten-
tatious—certainly more appropriate than
the cast-off clothes of an employer. A
coachman may wear side-whiskers, but a
footman must be clean-shaven.

Few American women are called upon to
consider the proper uniforming of a large
corps of servants, but when ro required she
must rise to the occasion, as lapses are sure
to be criticised by servante themselves, and
an inference of lax discipline be drawn
therefrom. .

In an establishment large emough to re-
quire a full corps ef servants there should,
of course, be a housekeeper; but the mis-
tress of a household should have knowledge
of its workings, just ss a man should have
an intelligent acquaintance with his busi-
ness. Could he carry it on “successfully
otherwise, and would he leave it to his son
without misgivings if that son had no train
ing for it? Likewise, can mothers expect
their daughters to have smooth domestic
experiences without knowledge of the du-
ties and responsibilities they must assume?

In a house where two servants are kept,
if the family be not large or the work heavy,
the work should move smoothly if well
managed. Good management would not
admit of tte order of things prevailing in
many households where two servants, be-
side their legitimate duties, are expected
to fill the place of lady’s maid (perhaps
for mother and dsughters), nurse, butler,
page, etc. .

Unjustifisble “‘style” is the worst *‘form™
in the world. To expect one servant to
give the impression of two or three, or two
to fill the dut-es of a corps, is unadulterated
snobbery. Where there are two servants
the d girl may r bly be expected
or required to wear a cap; but as many ex-
celleut girls have u violent prejudice against
a cap, regarding it as a badge of class dis-
tinction rather than of office, a wise mis-
tress will not cling to the requirement too
tenaciously. Our servant class is riotously
republican, and. housekeeping as a science,
ars or profession is in chaotic confusion so
far as Rxed system is concerned. :

If convention or good form does mnot
coincide with good sense, fairness and hon-
est dignity in our housekeeping, habits
and manners, it should be made to do
so.—[Etia Kretschurch, in Woman's Home
Companion.
