An article in Macmillan’s Magazine for 
July, on Daniel O’Connell, as a fact with­
in the knowledge of the writer, asserts 
that the Irish patriot was ofl’ered the 
office of Attorney General for Ireland by 
Lord Melbourne in 1837. Mr. O’Connell 
rather exultingly told of his appointment, 
and announced his determination to ac­
cept the place, and all this within hearing 
of the writer. The King, however, re­
fused his consent, and Mr. O’Connell 
begged all to whom he had spoken of the 
matter to keep it a secret.

A recent widow in Bath, Eng., dis­
tinguished herself by her demonstrations 
of grief for the death of her husband.
