Well Deserved Punishment.
Yesterday afternoon John Phillips, a 

liquor seller, was brought np charged 
with assaulting Daniel Driscoll in his 
tavern, Water street, and also with sell­
ing liquor without license.

They disputed the 
question, Phillips keeping the note and 
Doyle insisting that he had given him 
$5. Driscoll interfered and said It was 
a $5 note that was laid on the counter. 
Phillips, after parleying a short time, 
struck Driscoll, knocked him down, and 
kicked him. The row was quieted after 
a little, and the men remained longer In 
the shop. Doyle alleges that when he 
left he found himself minus $14 that he 
had when he went in the shop. The 
charge of assault was fully proven by the 
evidence of Doyle and Driscoll and a fine 
of $30 was imposed on Phillips. The 
charge of selling liquor without a license 
was then brought up. Phillips bears so 
hard a character that the Mayor has re­
fused to grant him a license.- It being 
fully proved that he had violated the law 
a fine of $40—the fUU penalty—was Im­
posed on him.

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Thieves at Headquarters,
It is asserted and not denied that the 

bed and table linen was stolen from Go­
vernment House, Fredericton, after 
Governor Wilmot moved out and before 
Gov. Tilley moved in, and no attempt 
has been made to show that the theft 
was perpetrated by burglars. The 
thieves, therefore, must be among the 
officials who had access to Government 
House while it was without a tenant, 
and we should imagine that they might 
easily be discovered and brought to jus­
tice. Government House was in charge 
of the officials of the Board of Works, 
and they are not so numerous as to ren­
der the search for the guilty one diffi­
cult. If no effort has been made to dis­
cover the criminal and bring him to jus­
tice the Government is responsible for 
the crime. This is by no means the 
first plundering of public property that 
has disgraced the official clique at the 
capital, and it will not be the last unless 
somebody is sent to the Penitentiary for 
stealing from the Province. Nearly all 
the moveables belonging to the House 
of Assembly and Legislative Council 
chambers, except the desks, are stolen 
every time the Legislature adjourns, 
necessitating the purchase of a new 
set at the opening of the next session 
This species of stealing has gone on 
so long, and become so much a matter 
of course, that the public servante have 
come to regard all the moveables as 
their lawful perquisites. It is no won­
der that linen closets should be robbed 
when so low a grade of official morality 
prevails -in the Departments.

If the occupants of the Gubernatorial 
hen-house had been public property the 
roosts would have been robbed as soon 
as Gov. Wilmot left. Now that the Pope 
has been attended to, and the danger of 
having his foot placed on our necks 
averted, let us look after some of the 
petty thieves who fatten on public plun­
der.

State Repudiation.

After the collapse of the slaveholders’ 
rebellion the Southern States were re­
constructed by enfranchising all the 
negroes and disfranchising the majority 
of the whites. The result was that ig­
norant blacks, just out of bondage, and 
unscrupulous whites from the North, 
called “carpet-baggers” because they 
bad no other visible property than their 
valises, got the control of affairs—be­
came Governors, Senators and State 
Legislatures. A system of plunder, as 
systematic as Boss Tweed’s and as reck­
less as Dick Turpin’s, was immediately 
inaugurated, and the swelling of State 
and municipal debts, the increase of 
taxation, and the decline of public se­
curities and veal estate, has been pro­
gressing steadily ever since. When one 
set of thieves get their carpet-bags full 
they give place to hungry successors, 
and when ono species of plundering 
glows unproductive another to resorted 
to. The only interruption to the plun­
dering lias been caused by fights be­
tween factions of plunderers. As the 
revenue obtainable from the highest 
rate of direct taxation that could be lev­
ied with any hope of collection 
failed to satisfy tho rapacity 
of the feeders at the public crib 
the issue of Slate and municipal bonds 
was resorted to, swelling the debts to 
enormous amounts. As tho public cre­
dit has been destroyed, business crip­
pled, and hundreds—yes, thousands—of 
planters have given np their lands to be 
sold for taxes, the thieves who have 
charge of the State treasuries find that 
they can raise only enough money to 
pay the Interest on the State debts and 
the necessary expenses of government, 
and the repudiation of the debts to now 
contemplated. A New York journal 
says its “advices from tho South agree 
in the conclusion that a powerful and 
widespread movement for the repudia­
tion of State debts is in active prepara-
