Knight and President Joie 
Hellmeister met with UNB Vice- 
President (Finance & Administration) 
James F. O’Sullivan. He presented 
them with copies of his regular report 
on the Finances of UNB and pled 
financial exigency as the primary 
reason for increasing tuition. 
According to Knight, the cuts from 
the province necessitate that UNB 
increase tuition. Since UNB’s tuition 
ranks among the lowest of Maritime 
universities, the administration is 
convinced that modest increases are 
defensible.

In response to Knight’s concern 
about the number and quality of part- 
time instructors replacing retiring 
faculty, O’Sullivan pointed to the plan 
to gradually re-hire faculty over the 
next several years.

Monique Scholten did not present 
a report, owing to the grants she 
brought to the Council and the First 
Reading of the UNBSU Budget.

Grants included: $150 to the Arts 
Undergraduate Society for 
publicity; $400 to the Women in 
Law towards the $3,600 required 
for its one-day conference; $450 for 
the Intervarsity Christian 
Fellowship to bring in a speaker; 
and $700 for the Campus 
Responders for first aid equipment.

An application for $700 from the 
Electrical Engineering Society was 
turned down. All the engineering 
representatives present cited that their 
own departmental technical tours 
were more expensive for the 
participants and had done better fund 
raising. Only Scholten and Knight 
voted in favour of the application.
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Vice-President (Student Services) 
Trish Davidson announced that the 
1997-98 Health Plan will still cost 
$95, but its coverage will be different. 
A report from Blue Cross indicates 
that the loss-ratio (premiums vs. 
claims) is 102%, well above the 
desired 86% ideal for student health 
plans.

Blue Cross laid out two options in 
its report: either increase premiums 
33.7% (which would result in a fee 
of $125) or contain the costs.

Davidson has opted for cost 
containment. Her plan, which would 
keep the fee at its current $95 would 
remove massage therapy (but not 
physiotherapy) and international 
travel insurance. These two 
components are expensive, but are 
only used by a very few number of 
students. The other aspect of 
containment is managed care for 
prescription drugs, which would 
require mandatory substitution of 
generic drugs unless specifically 
prescribed by a physician.

Anthony Knight,VP (External), has 
been approached by Fredericton 
Mayor Brad Woodside to provide 
input from students on the assessment 
of a minimum taxi fare.

Knight also mentioned to Council 
that the New Brunswick Student 
Alliance’s new policy paper has been 
presented to the Senate Inquiry on 
Post-Secondary Education and a final 
version should be available soon. 
According to Knight, the document 
contains some 68 recommendations.
