HIS Memorandum re Land Settlement
for Soldiers in the Eastern Provinces of
Canada was first outlined in 1916 by the
writer while he was in Flanders in command
of the 4th Brigade, Canadian Field Artillery,
and sent to the late Dr. C.C. James, C.M.G.,
Dominion Commissioner of Agriculture.
Early in November, 1918, it was further
outlined and forwarded to a Minister of the
Crown, and transmitted to the Department
concerned, while the completed scheme was
submitted on 18-12-18,
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
